Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:03 am

Continuing Business

Robinson Park – Ice Farming Proposal

The Climbing Advisory Group has presented a written proposal for the development of an ice farming system and a way to pay the costs. 

The City authorized the engineer to find the best way to connect to the city main and extend a service line to a yard hydrant and to provide a cost estimate.

The City and the Climber’s Association have submitted information to the City’s insurer to complete that process.

Park Benches

Staff had requested the Commission determine the final location for each park bench so that plans can proceed to install them.   This task is not yet completed.  Staff asked that each location be identified on a map and on site so that locate information can be developed.

Woodland Preserve

The grant application was submitted and the City should now in mid-May if it has made the initial cut and if it will be asked to make a presentation to the LCCMR board.

Griffith asked if anyone besides Barsness had made any phone calls to the LCCMR members to lobby for the proposal.  The lobbying has a direct impact on whether or not the project gets considered for funding.

Softball Field

There are two teams that will be using the park.  One of the teams agreed to install the fencing around the field.  They only had to purchase three hundred feet of fencing to complete the job.  The existing fencing which came from the Chris’ Food project was sufficient to the majority of the fencing.  The City will be doing the mowing.

The City has had no communications from the soccer association.

Robinson Park

Barsness reported on the clean-up and that a second clean up is planned for October.  He purchased some food and beverages for lunch.  The October clean-up will be along the climbing walls.  The climbers present identified the tow locations where they think a bench should be installed.

Paddle Fest was a success but the rodeo was a little hard to get to because of the hike.

Staff talked about the street improvement project.  The park will be closed May 18 & 19 for repaving.

Other

Member Franklin asked the City to check out a complaint at Johnson Park about protruding screws from the boards holding in the wood fibers

There was a brief discussion about the vandalism at the Veteran’s Memorial.   Also, the committee will be installing a barbeque grill on the backside of the memorial area.
