PARK AND RECREATION COMMISSION

MINUTES

May 19, 2008

Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:23 pm

Motion Dybvig, second Colsrud to approve agenda. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Dybvig, second Colsrud to approve February minutes. Motion carried 4-0.

Park Projects

Barsness provided an update on the work cone in Robinson Park on Saturday.  The FCI Community Service crew cleared brush north of the boat landing and other volunteers did preliminary clearing at a number of possible primitive campsites south of the parking lot.

Staff updated the Commission on the information received from BNSF offering to sell Angle Park to the City for $ 68,000, which is the price at a commercial rate.  The pines have been planted at the KREEC site and the electrical upgrade is underway in Train Park.

Staff will be requesting a Community Service crew to paint and stain all picnic shelters.

Train Park

The Commission has already determined that permanent food stands are too expense and not appropriate.  The remaining work in the park is all City and therefore there will be no Train Park projects in the park improvements recommended to the City Council.

Robinson Park

With the preliminary work already done on the campsites, the Commission recommended that the project list in Robinson Park be revised to make primitive campsites the number two priority in the park.  The new bathroom is still the top priority followed by the camps sites, river access improvements and repair of picnic structures.

Angle Park

The discussion started with asking why the skateboard park was not listed.  It had been thought by staff that because of the high price that it was no longer thought to be a priority.

The Commission decided that the skateboard park should be the top priority in Angle Park.  If this investment is made it is probably a good idea to buy the land.

The recommendation is the skateboard park as the top priority; the associated fencing for the park and the property line is second followed by a picnic shelter and then the ice skating rink.

Horseshoe pits would also be developed.  Land purchase would be the final activity.

Recreation Area

After a discussion about the need for a second ball field, the Commission talked about having the drawings reflect all possible phases of development.  The later phases need to be added.  There was discussion about where to locate the concession stand.  The location most convenient may cost the most for accessing water and sewer.

The Commission recommended that after completing the two ball fields and developing some off street parking that two sand volleyball courts should be developed.  The next priority would be the bathroom/concession building and a small child play area.  Phase two would be a picnic shelter and phase three would be the basketball courts, a hockey rink and a tennis court, in that order.

Johnson Park 

The Commission recommended that the priority list for Johnson Park be left as listed.

Follow Up

The next step is for staff to revise the priority list and mail it out to Commission members for their review and comment.

The June meeting would be set to make final recommendations to the City Council.

Update - Vietnam War Moving Wall

The City has given approval subject to some additional information being submitted about construction, accessibility and parking.

Tree Board

Staff was asked to find out dollars available, as the area cleared north of the boat landing in Robinson Park should have some shade trees plated.

Staff was further requested to discuss with Happyland Tree Farm their promise to replace the dead trees at the City parking lot.  Commission would like a report at the next meeting.

Adjournment

Motion Colsrud, second Dewey to adjourn meeting at 8:27 pm.  Motion approved 4-0.
