Northspan Proposal

The EDA had previously approved a retainer agreement with Northspan to provide technical services to market and promote economic development in the City.  The EDA further requested that Northspan submit a proposal for technical assistance with the following two projects:  opportunity to develop the Train Station and opportunity for Interchange Coordination with Hospital Development.  Northspan submitted the requested proposal.

When questioned, Randy Lasky, estimated 100 hours of work on the development and promotion of the Train Station and 40 hours of work for the Interchange.  Bonander commented that he thought the hour estimate was reasonable.  Atterbury wondered what the hourly charge would be.  Lasky responded that the rate would depend on which consultant from the firm was working on the project.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve the Northspan proposal for technical assistance to develop the Train Station and the Interchange Coordination with the Hospital for an amount, for both projects, up to $15,000, with a possibility to renew the contract.  Motion carried 3-0.
