REGULAR MEETING

February 17, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the agenda for February 17, with the addition of: 9C-Approve gaming applications for Sportsmen Club and waive waiting period-November 6 at Sandstone Senior Center, and April 9 at Rich’s Bar, 9D-Approve expenditure of $141.29 toward cost of Chamber map, and 9E-Approve intoxicating liquor license to June 30, 2010 for Sandstone Lanes. Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

There were none. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Deputy Frehse reported that there were 96 calls for the month of January including 7 medical, 5 damage to property, 6 disturbance or domestic, 5 burglaries, and 3 civil complaints.

Kern gave a Chamber update. He noted that they would soon be completing the map of Sandstone that they have been working on, and that they were receiving a grant from the Credit Union. He mentioned that they were in the process of acquiring new fall banners for Main Street. He informed the public that there will be an Easter Egg Hunt on April 3. 

Kester asked what could be done about cars that are parked on the corner of Old Military Road. Griffith responded that he would talk to MNDOT about parking requirements and would report back. 

Stadin stated that he noticed that there were people around town who were glad that they hadn’t hired Steve DeChellis as the Fire Chief. Atterbury noted that George Castonguay was not fired, but rather that he declined the offer of the Fire Chief position. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINNUTES

Motion Edmond, second Stadin to approve the meeting minutes for January 20, and February 3. Motion carried 4-0, 1 abstention.  
PUBLIC HEARING

There was none. 

CONSENT AGENDA

Edmond requested that item 9B be removed from the Consent Agenda for further discussion. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Set Board of Review meeting for Monday, April 26; 9C-Approve gaming applications for Sportsmen Club and waive waiting period-November 6 at Sandstone Senior Center, and April 9 at Rich’s Bar; 9D-Approve expenditure of $141.29 toward costs of Chamber map; and 9E-Approve intoxicating liquor license to June 2010 for the Sandstone Lanes. Motion carried 5-0. 

Edmond inquired as to how many and what type of seasonal workers Staff anticipated hiring for the Golf Course. Griffith clarified that he is only requesting authorization to advertise for the Golf positions and that the decision in how many to hire would be left up to the Golf Manager. The positions to be advertised are for kitchen, groundskeeper, and indoor help. 

Motion Edmond, second Atterbury to authorize Staff to advertise for seasonal Golf positions with the understanding that the Council will have input in the hiring process. Motion carried 5-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims in the amount of $27,358.45. Motion carried 5-0. 

OLD & CONTINUING BUISNESS

Golf-Capital purchase

The Golf Course is in need of a replacement greens mower. Staff is requesting authority to get quotes on available used greens mowers. Griffith pointed out that the cost to repair the existing mower, which has more than 3,400 hours on it, is estimated to be $4,650. 

Atterbury requested that the Administrator clarify what repairs would be included in that amount. He would like to see the City repair the existing mower and keep it as a backup. 

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to authorize Staff to get quotes on used greens mowers. Motion carried 5-0. 

NEWBUSINESS

Zoning Ordinance amendment

Currently the City’s Zoning Ordinance allows the City to grant conditional use permits, the approval of which remains with the property even if it is sold or the area changes uses. By amending Ordinance 2010-01 the Zoning Ordinance would allow interim uses, a permit for temporary use of the property until a particular date, until the occurrence of a particular event, or until zoning regulations no longer permit it. This would allow the City Council and Planning Commission to review and possible re-permit when the circumstances change. 

The Planning Commission considered this issue and recommended that the City Council approve this ordinance. 

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to approve Ordinance 2010-01 which amends the Zoning Ordinance to allow interim uses. Motion carried 5-0.

Interim Use Ordinance-summary publications

The Council adopted 2010-01 a Zoning Ordinance allowing for interim uses.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2010-02, which calls for the summary publication of the amended zoning ordinance to incorporate interim uses. Motion carried 5-0. 

Hire of Fire Chief

After interviewing three candidates, the Council offered the Fire Chief Position to Steve DeChellis.  Mr. DeChellis declined due to personal and family reasons. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to offer the position of Fire Chief to Mike Johnson subject to a physical and background check etc. and his consent. Motion carried 5-0. 

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept the reports as follows: Summary of Paid Claims, Park and Recreation Commission minutes-February 8, Planning Commission minutes-February 10, and PeopleService Operations-February 3. Motion carried 5-0. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

There were none. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator reminded the Council that the Fire Formula meeting will be at City Hall on Monday, February 22 at 6:30. He noted that letters had gone out to home owners regarding Fire Department service call insurance coverage. He mentioned the following workshops: Initiative Foundation-Business and Economic Leadership Summit-March 4 in St. Cloud, LMC-Local Government Sustainability Conference-March 12 in Minneapolis, LMC-Legislative Conference for Cities-March 25 in St. Paul, and LMC-Loss and Safety Control-St. Cloud. He stated that the Personnel Committee would be conducting six Golf Manager Interviews on Friday, February 19.  He also gave an update on the proposed State budget. He noted that for 2010 the Governor is proposing an additional $115,309 be unallocated from the City’s LGA.
