AGENDA

NEW BUSINESS

Public Hearing: Interim Use Ordinance Language 

Motion L Gafkjen, second J Frederickson to open the Public Hearing at 7:15 pm.

Commission decided to leave Hearing open while they completed other Commission business.

UPDATES

Staff updated on the hospital, assisted living, and medical campus project.  There are no new changes in any of the on-going projects.  The grant application submitted by the City for DEED and MNDOT funds for the medical loop road and the road to the business park was not approved but they want to have additional conversations.

LHB Architects presented information on the actions and costs to “mothball” the Old School at the EDA meeting and it is posted on the City website.

NEW BUSINESS

Sale of property

The Planning Commission is to be provided the opportunity to comment on the sale or acquisition of property to determine whether or not the activity is in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan.

  Sale of Golf Course

Commission agreed that the sale of the Golf Course as long as the use stayed as a golf course would be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan.

   Sale of EDA golf land

Commission agreed that the sale of the land acquired by the EDA for potential golf course expansion, if sold to a buyer of the golf course would be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan.

   Sale of old city garage property

Commission agreed that the sale of a portion of the old city garage site (south half) would be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan as long as it was commercial in use and access was provided to the SCI Cable property.  There was a little concern about the sale of the entire parcel as it would call into the question the land acquired by swap with the County and would leave open the ability to detach the property from the City.

   Sale of KREEC site

Commission agreed that the sale of a portion of the land east of Old Military Road would be in conformance with the Comprehensive Plan but were concerned that if a portion of the south were sold off the new owner would detach from the City and also wondered why the City would sell it off even if it is not developable.

Motion Spartz, second T Gafkjen to close the Public Hearing at 7:36 pm.

There was no public comment.

Motion L Gafkjen, second Riley to recommend that the City Council adopt the proposed amendment to the Zoning Ordinance as presented.  Motion adopted 5 – 1.

Staff presented a letter sent to Nemadji Research granting the use of the bus barns for storage of the Arrowhead Transit buses under the original Conditional Use Permit for the site.
