Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:08 am

Motion Johnson, second Franklin to approve the agenda. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Dybvig, second Johnson to approve April minutes. Motion carried 4-0.

Project List 

Robinson Park

Griffith reported that the City received three bids on the bathroom but all three were quoted differently, so the City is sorting out the information.

Some work has been done on campsites but the Department of Health has rules that more than four campsites require that water and sanitary facilities be within 400 feet of the campsites.  We will only have four sites.

The improvements to Wagon Bridge Road are in the City’s 2009 Street Improvement Plan, which was in a Public Hearing at the Council meeting of May 20.  The Council did not approve proceeding with the projects but at the Council meeting of June 3 decided to set a new Public Hearing for July 2.

There are no approved FCI Community Service workers right now so they will not be able to honor the approved projects.

The City and the DNR will proceed with an invasive plant removal project in the Park with a young adult crew through the Jobs & Training office starting June 22.  

Member Dybvig reported that Lee Dybvig had painted the soffits on the picnic shelter.  The gable ends need staining or painting and either a sign should be placed on the end or some opaque stain should be applied to improve the looks of the shelter.

KREEC

There is a master plan for the development of the site and costs determined for a butterfly garden and a new sign. The Council did approve applying for a LCCMR grant subject to a proposal to identify the costs of preparing the proposal.   The grant would be for trails and the remainder of the gardens but only on the east side of the road, to preserve the city and commission’s flexibility in how that side should be used.

Rec Area

The City has not officially heard from the Soccer Association as of yet, but they have been having conversations with Nemadji Research about the use of their parking lot.

The City has received a quote for site work and putting down ag lime for the softball infield.

Angle Park - Skate Board park

Member Johnson shared new information on which skate board park is being proposed.  The cost for the pro series ramp design #1202 is $ 23,700 range not including surface and installation assistance.  A community build option would mean a cost of about $ 1,200 for installation oversight.

She does not have a cost estimate yet for the surface work and will assume that a city crew will do some of the preliminary site work.  She has not yet heard if any of the grants she applied for have been awarded.   PHASE has agreed to allow the Commission to use their parking lot if the demonstration team comes to town.  Staff will research any insurance requirements.

Playground – Johnson Park

Member Franklin shared her update on the project.  She is spending most of her time lining up volunteers to work.  She will be contacting the Willow River camp about assistance especially for the next week in the placing of the wood fiber.

Lee Dybvig and some volunteers will install most of the edging the day before.

The discussion continued on timing issues – when to get the locate and when to visit the neighbors.  She will coordinate with the city on the locate and will work with member Barsness on visiting the neighbors.  .

Other

Members present discussed whether or not there was a need to meet before the playground installation date.  It was the consensus of the group that a meeting was not necessary and all communications could be through emails or telephone.

The next meeting, the Commission will need to review the costs of the remaining projects and make a recommendation to the Council as to which projects should come from the City funds.
