REGULAR MEETING

January 6, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

 SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

There was none.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Andrews mentioned that some City Streets were in need of salt or sand. Stadin stated that he didn’t think they should be salting in the residential areas. He also mentioned that people were putting barriers up to block snowmobiles in the boulevards and this is illegal, as that area is a public Right of Way. Atterbury said thank you to the FCI for all of the community service they did in 2009. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINNUTES

Motion Edmond, second Stadin to approve the meeting minutes for December 16 and 23, 2009. Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Andrews, second Stadin to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Designate official Depositories Resolution 2010-01, 9B-Designate official Newspaper, 9C-Designate Council meetings for 2010, 9D-Designate City pound, 9E-Designate a certified building official to administer building code, 9F-Approve Administrator attendance at Ehlers Public Finance Seminar in February, 9G-Approve payment of claim for electrical work, 9H-Accept resignations of Carrie Peterson, Dean Peterson and Josh Peterson from Sandstone Fire and Rescue, and 9I-Approve hire of Amanda Schloer-Dickey as warming house attendant. Motion carried 4-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Stadin, second Edmond to approve and pay claims in the amount of $96,508.41. Motion carried 4-0. 

NEWBUSINESS

Corporate authorization resolution

Motion Andrews, second Stadin to not change the current signatories for the City’s bank accounts. Motion carried 4-0.

Appointment of Economic Development Authority members

The City Council appoints members to the Economic Development Authority. Currently there are five seats. 

There has been discussion in the past about including local business members. Andrews asked what the process is for appointing business persons to the EDA. Griffith responded that the EDA’s bylaws would need to be amended by a resolution.  Staff directed to provide additional information.

Motion Edmond, second Andrews to appoint Randy Atterbury, Andy Andrews, Jim Edmond, Phil Kester, and Rene Stadin to serve as the Sandstone EDA for 2010. Motion carried 4-0. 

Appoint Council members to Staff Committees for 2010

Council members all agreed to remain on the Staff Committees on which they had served in the past year. 

Motion Andrews, second Stadin to appoint Atterbury and Kester to the Personnel Committee, Atterbury and Andrews to the Finance Committee, Edmond and Stadin to the Intergovernmental Relations Committee, Edmond and Stadin to the Development Committee, Atterbury and Edmond to the Fee Dispute Resolution Committee, Kester and Stadin to the Fire and Rescue Committee, and Kester to the Passenger Rail Committee for the year 2010. Motion carried 4-0.

Appoint Council members to Advisory Commissions

The Council members all agreed to remain on the Advisory Commissions on which they had served in the past year. 

Motion Andrews, second Stadin to appoint Andrews to Planning Commission, Stadin to Park and Recreation, Atterbury to Golf Advisory, and Atterbury to Library Board for the year 2010. Motion carried 4-0.  

Elect Deputy Mayor for 2010

Council member Stadin has served as the Deputy Mayor in 2009 and has agreed to serve in this capacity again.

Motion Andrews, second Edmond to appoint Council member Stadin as the Deputy Mayor for 2010. Motion carried 4-0. 

Meadow Woods Plat-extension of plat recording

If the final plat for Meadow Woods is not recorded within 90 days of the Council’s approval, the process must be restarted. However, the Evangelical Free Church is reluctant to sign the required development agreement until infrastructure costs are determined. This is waiting on the Hospital Project.

Motion Stadin, second Edmond to extend the Final Plat recording deadline for the Meadow Woods Plat until September 1, 2010 at which time the Evangelical Free Church can provide an update on their planning and perhaps request an additional extension. Motion carried 4-0.

Fire Department-Interim Chief

The current Fire Chief’s term expires on December 31, 2009. The Fire Department has not held its elections for officers yet, so there is no Assistant Chief. The Council needs to appoint an Interim Chief until that election is held, and/or the City hires a new Chief.

Motion Andrews, second Edmond to appoint Mike Johnson as Interim Fire Chief until such time as the Department elects an Assistant Chief or the Council appoint a new Fire Chief. Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS

Motion Edmond, second Andrews to accept the reports as follows: Summary of Paid Claims, Library Board Minutes-December 15, Fire and Rescue Minutes-December 28. Motion carried 4-0. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

There were none.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator mentioned that the Healthy Communities Program application to Initiative Foundation was not approved. The NPDES discharge permit was issued for Wastewater system. There are new testing requirements that go along with this. He noted that on January 25 at 7 p.m. there will be a meeting with Minnesota Legislators at the Kanabec Courthouse. He informed the Council members that there would be an upcoming meeting with Hinckley, Dell Grove and Sandstone to discuss fire protection issues. Finally, he noted that the State had issued the final draft of the State Rail Plan. The nearest rail meeting will be held in Duluth on January 11, 2010.
