REGULAR METING

December 1, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Deputy Frehse gave his monthly report.  He stated that there were a total of 71 calls. Two were animal related, 7 were alarms, 1 was a burglary, 1 was a civil matter, 1 was a domestic, 3 were thefts, 2 were vehicle (one vehicle was recovered), trespasses, and a warrant arrest. He also noted that the Neighborhood Watch had called in a few things. 

Motion Kester, second Stadin to recess at 7:05. Motion carried 5-0.

The meeting was reopened at 7:10. 

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept the agenda for December 1, 2010. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Leigh Ann Hoss came before the Council to ask for assistance with a plowing issue at the Sandy Pines apartment building. Plowing at Sandy Pines is problematic. Residents of the apartment building are to move their cars from the parking lot to the street so that the lot can be plowed. However, if residents of Sand Pines move their vehicles onto the unplowed street they will be towed. They will also be towed if their vehicle is not moved out of the lot. Her car was towed because it was out on the unplowed street. She is asking that the City pay the charges of towing because of the unfairness of the situation. 

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to reimburse Ms Hoss the $ 60 for the towing of her vehicle.  Motion approved 3-2.

2011 Budget and Levy

The public is given the time to comment on the city’s budget and levy before the Council takes any formal action.   There was no public comment.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Bonander reminded the public that Ice Fest is on December 10-12 at Robinson Park. 

Stadin mentioned that several of the alleyways had not been plowed. 

Atterbury asked if there would be a lighting of the park event this year. The Administrator responded that there probably wasn’t going to be. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for November 17. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.
CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to approve the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Approve resolution 2010-31 Golf Course fees, 9B-Declare Sony cassette deck, Magnavox VCR, amplifier and miscellaneous microphones, cords, etc. as surplus property, and 9C-Approve transfers of between funds as budgeted. 

CLAIMS

There was no claims request.  Administrator stated that any claim that would be overdue on the 15th would be paid to avoid any city penalty and apologized for not having the claims ready.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

2011 Budget

Motion Stadin, second Bonander to approve Resolution 2010-35, a resolution adopting final 2011 budget EDA. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve Resolution 2010-33, a resolution adopting final 2011 City budget. Motion carried 5-0. 

Motion Edmond, second Bonander to approve Resolution 2010-34, a resolution adopting final tax levy for taxes payable 2011. Motion carried 5-0. 

Golf-Sale of assets

Motion Atterbury, second Bonander to advertise the Golf Course for sale at a starting cost of $315,000 with the conditions being: no realtor for 6 months, that it stays as a golf course, and that the Golf Association has the first right of refusal. Motion carried 5-0. 

NEW BUSINESS

Milk Drying Plant-abatement of hazardous materials

Since the Milk Drying Plant was declared a hazardous building by the Courts, the City must take action to abate the hazardous material. An assessment was made of the building to see what abatement was necessary. Staff then proceeded to get quotes for the necessary work, and received three quotes.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve the contract with Northwoods Consulting at a cost of $48,115 for the removal and disposal of the hazardous materials and providing related services and reports for the milk drying plant project subject to the regular contract requirements including insurance, safety plan and etc. Motion carried 4-1.

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept the reports as follows: Summary of paid claims and PeopleService operations for November.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

There were none. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator gave his report. He mentioned workshops on  historic building projects-December 2 in Minneapolis, Land Use, and Clean Energy Conference-February. He noted that the sewer rodder agreement extension was still being discussed. He reminded the Council that the Pay Equity Report is due in the end of January, and mentioned that Ehler’s had submitted a market report.
