Staff told Commission that he may have a volunteer to prepare the infield for the ag lime.

Community Service Projects 

Staff asked for any ideas for using inmates in community service projects next year.  There is a need for two times in Robinson Park.  

Other

The packet included information about DNR grant applications.  Consensus was to see the landscape plan for the KREEC site and then see if any of the programs is applicable.     

The conversation then looked at trails and if any trails in the KREEC area should be extended to the interchange and/or toward Robinson Park.  Members requested that Randy Gordon be invited to the next meeting to discuss a trail to the park.

There was an update on the planned Interchange Beautification Plan.

There was a brief discussion about the Conservation Corp and whether or not any of the projects the City has in mind would qualify for their program.
