CALL TO ORDER

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Kester, second Tauer to approve the agenda for April 6. Motion carried 3-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Deputy Gary Frehse gave his monthly report. He noted that there had been a total of 180 calls for the month of March. There were 12 medical, 0 assaults, 2 animal matters, 3 alarms, 6 civil matters, 3 disturbances, 4 public assists, and 20 traffic stops. He also mentioned that he had arranged for an officer to be at the previous Neighborhood Watch meeting, but that there had been no meeting. He continued by saying that he would plan to have an officer at the next meeting. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Tim Franklin asked when the streets were to be swept. Staff replied that the street sweeper was in need of repairs. 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Tauer, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for March 16. Motion carried 3-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Kester, second Tauer to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Authorize advertising for Public Works summer help, 9B-Appoint Naomi Koenig as probationary fire fighter, 9C-Approve write-off of two fire calls due to gas leaks, 9D-Set a workshop for April 20 at 5:30 p.m. for a Business Park Marketing Plan, 9E-Approve special event permit for PaddleFest with City to provide porta-potties. Motion carried 3-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to approve and pay claims in the amount of $71,252.45. Motion carried 3-0. 

Bonander arrived

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS

Manhole Rehab

The Council previously authorized advertising for manhole improvement work. Staff advertised, and received one quote from Infratech. The City has budgeted $15,000 and PeopleService is recommending that the City complete Lincoln Alley, the Lincoln and Commercial intersection, the Commercial and First intersection, the 2nd Street alley intersection, and 2nd Street off of Main with the work to be funded by the Capital Projects Fund. PeopleService also recommends that the City complete Park and Riverbluff alley, the alley on 3rd Street and the alley on 4th Street with casting upgrades to be funded by I & I money budgeted in the Capital Projects Fund. 

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve manhole work on Lincoln Alley, the Lincoln and Commercial intersection, the Commercial and First intersection, the 2nd Street alley intersection, and 2nd Street off of Main with the work to be funded by the Capital Projects Fund and also to approve casting work for Park and Riverbluff alley, the alley on 3rd Street and the alley on 4th Street with the work to be funded by I & I money budgeted in the Capital Projects Fund. Motion carried 4-0. 

Golf Course Hires

The Council previously authorized advertising for temporary Golf Course summer positions. The Personnel Committee received 16 applications and reviewed 6 applicants for the Club House attendant position. They received 5 applications for the Kitchen position, and only one had SafeService certification. They also received 16 applications and interviewed 5 applicants for the Groundskeeper position. The Personnel Committee recommends Steve Ausmus and Carl Morawski for the Groundskeeper positions and Christopher McClain for the Kitchen position. 

Motion Kester, second Bonander to hire Steve Ausmus and Carl Morawski as the Golf Course Groundskeepers, and Christopher McClain as the Kitchen worker for the Golf Course. Motion carried 4-0. 

The Personnel Committee did not make any recommendations for the Club House Attendant positions. The Golf Course Manager then recommended Gina Nordli, Hank Haase, and Jodi Fisher. Tauer noted that complaints had been made against Gina Nordli, saying that she didn’t perform as she was supposed to. Atterbury suggested tabling the discussion and speaking to the Golf Course Manager about it. Staff replied that they needed to vote on the candidates and if they were not approved then look at other applicants. 

Motion Atterbury, second Tauer to hire Hank Haase as a Club House Attendant for the Golf Course. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to hire Jodi Fisher as a Club House Attendant for the Golf Course. Motion failed 2-2.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to hire Gina Nordli as a Club House Attendant for the Golf Course. Motion failed 2-2. 

Staff noted that the Personnel Committee would have to re-meet to discuss options. 

Sewer Rodder

In 1995 Askov, Hinckley, and Sandstone jointly purchased a sewer rodder and entered into a 15 year contract. Recently Askov asked that Hinckley and Sandstone buy out their share in the rodder. Sandstone and Hinckley approved offering $2,500 to Askov. Askov responded with a letter asking for $4,000 and stating that if $4,000 was not approved then they would remain as a co-owner. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to deny Askov’s request for $4,000 for their sewer rodder share. Motion carried 4-0. 

Old Military Road Project

The Council previously authorized preparation of plans and specifications for doing surface water work on Old Military Road between Highway 123 and Eagle Drive. Plans and funds can come either from the Storm Water Fund, or from a 429 assessment project. If the City wishes to assess for this project, they must hold a Public Hearing before proceeding.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to adopt Resolution 2011-05, accepting the updated engineering report for Old Military Road, and to set a Public Hearing on May 4 to consider the assessment of all or a portion of the costs of the project to surrounding property owners. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS

Class V work

The Council budgeted $12,000 for Class V improvements. The Class V project for 2011 is to grade and gravel the alleys. The City advertised and received two quotes, with the lowest being Rydberg and Sons.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to authorize a contract with Rydberg and Sons. Motion carried 4-0. 

Street Sweeper

The City’s street sweeper was purchased in 2002 for $9,000. In the past several years, the city has performed extensive repairs on the sweeper, and John Mikrot recommends that the city consider purchasing a new sweeper instead of repairing it. Basic repairs to keep the sweeper running for this year will cost over $1,000, and other recommended repairs will cost $4,000. Replacement of the sweeper ranges from $22,000 to $48,000. While this has not been budgeted for, it can be partially funded from the Public Works Equipment account. Options could include leasing or renting a sweeper

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to perform minimal repairs on the existing sweeper and look into replacing the existing sweeper. Motion carried 4-0. 

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the reports as follows: Summary of paid claims and the PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 4-0. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

There was a letter from Betty Doris Nielson pertaining to the old school.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator reminded the Council that the Board of Review is of Monday, April 25 at 7 p.m., and that the Relief Association quarterly meeting is on April 25, at 9 p.m. He mentioned that there is a Fire Department equipment auction with a net profit of $8,668.50 and that there was a Land Use online training from LMC. He noted that there will be work done on Country Road 64 in August and that the bids for the demolition of the Milk Drying Plant are open.
