ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Gafkjen, second Johnson to approve Agenda. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Veterans Memorial

The Veteran’s Memorial’s last meeting was in November of 2004. At that time the time capsule was discussed and approved by all members but one. Bill Voigt stated his opposition to the time capsule because of questions about the future maintenance. There was also a discussion about the water pond.

Council advised the Committee to hold another meeting, discuss the plans for the time capsule, water pond and other improvements and return with new recommendations and a copy of the meeting’s minutes.

Ken Chambard brought back his request for reimbursement for mail box damage. His mail box was hit by a snow plow and in an earlier meeting the Council approved paying for materials but not fro the labor to reinstall.  Ken stated that he was going to hire someone to do the work and wants the City to reimburse for labor costs.  Council directed staff to place this issue on Sept. 6 meeting agenda. 

Council member Johnson talked about the latest Teen council meeting.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

Physiques

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to open Public Hearing at 7:30 pm. 

The City granted Physiques a Conditional Use permit. Some of the conditions were not met.  Procedure is to hold a public hearing be held before any action is taken. Physiques sent an email identifying that they had hired a contractor to do the work necessary to come into compliance. 

Motion Gafkjen, second Johnson to continue the Public Hearing to the September 6th meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

Approve Resolution 2006 – 24

Jensen Backhoe was hired to made modifications to the treatment pond. He has successfully completed the project. There was a final inspection and the engineer has submitted his report recommending that the City accept the project. 

Motion Johnson, second Gafkjen to approve Resolution 2006 – 24 accepting the work and authorizing final payment to Jensen Backhoe. Motion carried 5-0. 

Approve Payment #6 – Pond Expansion Project

City hired Jensen Backhoe to do the pond expansion project for which Jensen Backhoe has submitted a request for the final payment in the amount of $14,429.25. 

Motion Edmond, second Gafkjen to approve pay request #6 in the amount of $14,429.25 to Jensen Backhoe. Motion carried 5-0.

Consider Resolution 2006 – 25

Greg Anderson discussed with the Council the plans and specifications for the 2006 Sidewalk Improvement Project. Council must review these plans and then determine whether or not to proceed with the project.

The discussion was about whether or not to include the new sidewalk construction in the project.    

Motion Gafkjen, second Atterbury to approve Resolution 2006 – 25 to proceed with the 2006 Sidewalk Improvement Project with the deletion of the new sidewalk extension. Roll call vote was requested.   Bonander – nay; Gafkjen – aye; Atterbury – aye; Edmond – nay; Johnson – aye.  Motion carried 3-2. 

Approval of Quarry Days Run

There will be a Quarry Days Run in 2006. The organizers are asking the City to approve closing some city street intersections during the time of the race. They provided a map of the race route. The race does not go across any State or County highways nor does it cross railroad tracks. 

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to allow roads to be temporarily closed as proposed for the race.  Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEM OF BUSINESS

General Budget Discussion

There will be a public discussion on September 6 and City will have a draft budget ready by then.  Items the Council is asked to consider include personnel changes in Public Works; costs for some development projects like the hospital site, the former airport site and the golf course improvements; possible increase in water/sewer rates; funding for parks improvements specifically the Recreation Area and the Skate board park; and possible equipment needs. Further, there will be a workshop with the Golf Advisory Commission either Sept 20 or Oct 4.
