Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:17 p.m.

Motion Dybvig, second Petry to approve agenda.  Motion approved 4-0.

Motion Dybvig, second Richardson to approve March minutes.  Motion approved 4-0.

KREEC

Doug Marshall is unable to attend.  Extended discussion of KREEC site will be at the next meeting. 

Robinson Park

The May 6th is clean-up day at the Park.  This will also be the date of the first official meeting of the Climbing Advisory Committee.

There is a draft climbing management plan which sets policy for ice and rock climbing in the park.  The City’s insurance company is still reviewing and has not made a final determination on coverage.

Motion Dybvig, second Petry to approve the proposed Climbing Management Plan.  Approved 4-0.

2006 Improvements

The discussion is to determine which improvements to make  in 2006 with funds available and to consider what assistance to reqeust from the Lions Club and from the Credit Union grant program.

Robinson Park

Needs are for signage relating to climbing and for bathroom improvements.  Barsness will inspect bathroom and make recommendations. 

Skateboard Park

Staff to update fence quote and Petry will price out one piece of equipment for purchase by City.  This should jump start the parents group and rekindle interest in the park.  The consensus of the Commission is that this should be the item for which we apply to the Credit Union grant program.

KREEC

Staff has plans and costs for the accessible outhouse and will make this one of the Lions Club project requests.   The old trails are in pretty good shape and the Commission should visit and get a feel for the property so that longer term decisions about camping areas, parking areas, RV areas can be made.

Robinson Park

Discussion on brush and tree cutting and what a change it has made.  There is a need to keep up with the brush.  Richardson proposed adding to the parking lot by filling in some areas south of existing lot.  This would provide access to the best areas to camp in the park which are also to the south.  

Camping should be developed in the south area and not in the quarry area itself.  This would apply to summer camping and not to winter camping. Richardson and Barsness agreed to stake out area so that City could determine amount of fill needed.

There was also a short discussion about fixing up the stage.

Community Service Projects - FCI

The FCI is currently cooperating in undertaking Community Service Projects.  This would allow inmates to perform certain types of work out in the community.  The Commission needs to consider possible projects that could take advantage of this source of labor.  Members would have to take training to be able to supervise such an activity.  

Small child play area – Johnson Park

Member Dybvig has received some playground information but not any general designs or costs.  She will remake contacts.

Next meeting is May 15.
