MINUTES

February 8, 2011

Chair Dybvig called the meeting to order at 7:04 am

Motion White, second Franklin to approve the agenda. Motion carried 6-0.

Member Franklin asked minutes to show that there were volunteers for the warming house not just no response from the ad.

Motion Franklin, second Colsrud to approve the minutes. Motion carried 6-0.

Continuing Business 

Robinson Park

There was a continuing discussion about camping in the park.  

There would be primitive camping and tenting.  It is not yet developed enough for pick up campers or other motorized campers.

Each of the fours sites would have a wooden picnic table to be built by the FCI.  Each would have a fire ring and a garbage can.

How would garbage be handled?  It should be a rule if you bring it in, you take it out.     

We are assuming the City Public Works will do maintenance, garbage pick up and donation pick up.  We need to think about weekend response.

There will be a donation box.  Staff has not gotten information back on the system used in state parks.

There needs to be a source of firewood as campers should not be bringing any wood in because of the emerald ash borer problem.  Campers should be referred to existing sources such as Victory Station.

There needs to be a sign with rules.  

    What rules and the location of the sign need to be determined.

The limit of time someone is allowed to camp in the park would be a two week maximum.

City would have to change its ordinance to allow people in the park after dark and would need 24/7 phone number(s) for questions or problems.

The Commission felt a reservation system for the sites should be set up so we can track usage and allow for oversight and police monitoring.  How that will be done is yet to be determined.

Commission members agreed to a removal of trees so that the quarry walls can be more fully viewed.  This would also create a source of firewood.

Staff presented information on state match funds available to do canoe access repairs and some erosion work.  The City match would be $ 3,000.

Motion Franklin, second White to apply for funds.  Motion carried 6-0.

KREEC

Staff provided an update that there was not yet any response from the DNR or Lee Greenly on their interest in any of the land.  Once that land interest is settled, the Commission will look at the remaining land and consider a smaller Preserve project next year.

Train Park

Staff showed a proposal to get the public speaker system in Train Park to work.  It will be talked about at the Chamber meeting.

There was a second proposal for a new system in the picnic shelter.  Speakers have been donated.  This also will be discussed at the Chamber meeting.

Other

Member White asked that the City look at costs to install a swing set in Robinson Park.  There was some discussion about OSHA requirements.

Member Kern announced that the Lions Club has passed a motion to make funds available to develop a Welcome to Sandstone sign at the north entrance to town.

Member Kern asked about ownership of cement picnic table at Court & 7th.  Staff thought it belonged to the School District.  Consensus of group was the Kern should ask if City could move table to a useful location.

Adjournment

Motion White, second Franklin to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 am.  Motion approved 6-0.
