Staff explained that the City Council removed all Park capital expenditures from the 2008 budget and directed the Park Commission to review and revise all park improvement plans; develop cost estimates and provide the Council with recommendations within 6 months for projects to be included in a bond referendum for park improvements in 2008.

Park Projects

Commission members reviewed the original 2005 list.

This was to be a first review and could be changed.

Train Park – build permanent food stands for local groups and upgrade park and grounds.  They were of the opinion that a permanent bathroom should not be built.

Robinson Park – new bathroom with shower, RV park, primitive camp sites, river improvements for canoeists and kayakers, brush control plan and improvements to Old Wagon Bridge Road.

Johnson Park – small child play area

Rec Area – complete first softball field, sand volleyball, bathroom/concession building, parking lot, basketball court, hockey rink, play area for children, second softball field

Lions Hill – improve skating rink

Old Hockey Rink site – buy land, skate board park w/ fencing, horseshoe pits, picnic shelter

KREEC – building improvements, outhouse, build trails, develop gardens

New Hospital site – create a green space

Staff to send out and members to add, subtract and prioritize for next meeting.

Staff to start putting cost estimates to projects.
