CONTINUING BUSINESS

Old School Proposal-AYM

Jack Allen, AYM, previously submitted a proposal for the redevelopment of the old school. The proposal suggested that the EDA rent the building to AYM for a period of six months so that assessments can be made for redevelopment planning. If the project is feasible, the building would be sold to AYM. 

The City Attorney prepared a memo giving the EDA their options, and listing the requirements of the EDA should they enter into an agreement with AYM. She also suggested that the City enter into the License Agreement. 

Mr. Allen presented his proposal saying that the building will mainly be youth-oriented. The primary tenant would be Harvest Christian School.  He would like to include a new Sandstone Library, a historical museum, small shops, a youth center, tutoring services with teachers volunteering from the school, sport opportunities, arts and crafts, parenting support, financial training, fitness opportunities, and a pregnancy resource center among other things. 

He stated that it will be run by a seven-chair board, with one of these board members being a full-time grant writer. He noted that they would need to obtain the ball field and playground. Bonander asked Allen if he understood that this project would cost millions, and was prepared to finance it. Allen responded that he was able to as he had undertake other projects such as this one, and already had large amounts of financial support. 

Motion Atterbury, second Stadin to authorize negotiations of a License Agreement with AYM for the renovation of the Old School. Motion carried 5-0.
