At 8:00 there was not a quorum, so those present began discussions.

Review improvement and development plans

Robinson Park

Member Barness reported on happenings since the clean up.  He passed around a map identifying where the rock and ice climbing areas are proposed to be.  He also showed another map identifying the potential location for 12 primitive campsites.  He has done more work in the park cleaning brush and cutting down the grass in the camp areas.

There is a possibility that the climbers will be doing demonstrations at Quarry Days and selling T shirts.  They are also planning an Ice Rally for December at the park.

He and Griffith are reviewing the management plan and working through these issues.

KREEC

Griffith reported that the City has agreed to a contract with Sappi Mill for harvesting of the timber.  The estimated contract is $48,000 of which the City will get about $41,000.  The City is in receipt of the retainer check for $4,800.  Members will be contracted or a walk through with the company hired to harvest to identify how we want the harvest and cleanup to occur. Indications are that the logging will happen this fall.

It is imperative that planning proceed for the site after logging event.

The painting of the building ahs been completed.

Doug Marshall will be contacted and asked to prepare a proposal. 

Staff had plans for a handicapped accessible outhouse available. 

Rec Area

Dewey had made some calls about rock picking.  The equipment we hoped to use is not available and Harvest Christian School considered doing a rock-picking bee in exchange for a donation but it was too close to the end of the school year.  Dewey will contact them about a fall project.  

Griffith presented fencing quotes for the softball field.  These involve cost to move backstop, reuse some of the old fencing and all new fencing. 

He also presented quotes for the seeding of the area so it can be better maintained in the future.

Staff will contact Mike Johnson about a rock picking machine.

Other

Petry discussed Quarry Days and Barsness talked about a possible climbing wall demonstration by the climbing association and the sale of T shirts..

Griffith reported he attended the June Quarry Lions meeting and asked for their volunteer labor to paint and stain at the Lions Hill chalet.  This will be decided at there July meeting.

He also attended the July Lions Club meeting and proposed to them that that provide $5,000 per year for three years from capital improvements with a match of City funds.  Items proposed were bathroom in Train Park, buying the ice rink land from BNSF, Robinson Park road improvements, and small child play area in Johnson Park. 

Barsness proposed talking some of the smaller maples trees that are now being cut and potting them and offering them for sale.

Crowe provided a draft of a park newsletter.  There was a favorable response and the City would agree to mailing it out this fall.

The lack of trees at the City parking lot was discussed.  Petry will contact HappyLand Tree Farms.

No meeting for August planned.
