October 20, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor called the meeting to order at 7:02 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept the agenda for October 20, with the deletion of 9B-Set joint Public Hearing with EDA on Wild River financing, and to move the Great Lakes Management report from the EDA meeting to the City Council meeting. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Great Lakes Management report

Tina Doornink, Great Lakes Management, provided the quarterly Great Lakes Management report. The revenues are under budget due to lower than expected interest income, vacancies in the townhomes, and concessions. She reviewed the expenditures and pointed out that the net operating income is $13,329.00 at this time. There are currently six vacancies in the senior building and ten in the town homes. 

Motion Edmond, second Stadin to accept the Great Lakes Quarterly Report. Motion carried 4-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

John Kern mentioned that there is a Neighborhood Watch meeting at the Fire Hall on November 9 at 7:00 p.m. He presented the Neighborhood Watch’s new light-reflective vests. He also noted that the Neighborhood Watch is gaining support from local businesses, and that the group is discussing the possibility of purchasing either walky-talkies or cell phones. 

Mr. Kern stated that Octoberfest had gone well, and that the Jack Pine Riders were interested in doing this event again next year.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Edmond, second Kester to approve the minutes for October 6. Motion carried 4-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Stadin, second Kester to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Set November 20, 2010 at 7:15 for a Public Hearing on delinquent bills such as utility bills, trash removal tall grass mowing and etc. Motion carried 4-0. 

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Edmond, second Atterbury to approve and pay claims in the amount of $47,006.37. Motion carried 4-0.

The Finance Officer provided the September Cash Balance, Revenues and Expenditure Report.  

OLD & CONTINUING BUISNESS

There was none.

NEWBUSINESS

Approve change orders-water treatment plant project

The City previously hired Magney Construction to repair the piping in the water treatment facility. During the process of repairing these pipes, they found that one of the valves was not working correctly. Additionally, they found that in order for better drainage to take place, they need to install an additional drain line from the interior piping to the exterior of the building. 

Motion Edmond, second Stadin to approve Change Order #1, in the amount of $13,669.93, which calls for additional piping to repair the valve that allows the treatment facility to be taken off line, and Change Order #2, in the amount of $1,171.57, which calls for the installation of an additional drain line from the interior piping to the exterior of the building. Motion carried 4-0.

Water Treatment Plant project

The City contracted with Magney Construction to do the piping improvements at the water treatment plant. Magney Construction submitted a request for final payment on the contract in the amount of $22,299.05.

Motion Stadin, second Edmond to approve a payment of $22,299.05 to Magney Construction subject to receipt of final waivers, etc. Motion carried 4-0. 

Wagon Bridge Road project

The City previously ordered improvements to be done to Wagon Bridge Road. These improvements have been completed. The original assumption was that the City would assess a certain amount of the cost of the project to the water customers. The amount to be assessed is $56,477. This would equal each of the 487 water customers being assessed $115.97, which could be paid over 10 years with a 5.25% interest. However, before the City assesses the water customers, they must hold a Public Hearing. 

Motion Stadin, second Edmond to adopt Resolution 2010-26, which declares the costs of the Wagon Bridge Road Project to be assessed and orders a hearing on the assessments. Motion carried 4-0.

Request for partial abatement of past-due utility bill

Kent Knutson, the owner of the River Bluff apartments has tenants who have outstanding water bills. As the owner, he is responsible for all unpaid bills. The total current amount due is $3,103.45. He is requesting that the City abate part of the bill, as he has been absent from his property due to health problems. 

Griffith noted that there is only one shutoff for all the units in the building. Atterbury clarified that copies of all the bills had been mailed to the property owner as well as to the tenants. Stadin suggested that the owner could have shut off an individual apartment by locking it. Edmond stated that this is a case of property owner responsibility, not that of the City. He was concerned that the Council not set a precedent by abating this bill. 

Motion Kester, second Stadin to deny Mr. Knutson’s request for partial abatement of the overdue water bill from the apartment building he owns. Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS

Motion Kester, second Stadin to accept the reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims and PeopleService operations report-October 14. Motion carried 4-0. 

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

The Neighborhood Watch submitted their September minutes. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator reminded the Council that there is a Budget and Golf Workshop at City Hall on October 26 at 6:30 p.m. and that on December 1 there is a meeting that allows for public input on budget and levy. He also mentioned that Election Day is November 2.  He reported that Arlen Krantz donated $200 to the Art and History Center. He highlighted the following updates: Relief Association has filed audit paperwork with State Auditor and the required City contribution to Relief is $17,805; the sewer rodder agreement will be in front of the Askov and Hinckley Councils at their first meetings in November. Additionally, curfew language will be in front of Askov, Hinckley and Pine City Councils at that same meeting. The last day the Golf Course will be open for play is October 26 and the winterization process will begin shortly thereafter.
