OLD AND NEW BUSINESS

Old School

Griffith gave a status and progress report on the school. Staff received a roof repair estimate of $ 100,000.  Work on the roof drains and inside repairs on drains was done by Public Works and the Inspector. Electrical work is underway by having Drilling Electric get hallway lights operational. Liability Insurance, as provided by LMCIT, will cost $3,000. He also noted that he was seeking information on prior asbestos removal activities. 

Habitat for Humanity

The City had previously granted two lots of the Old School property to Habitat for Humanity for development of two new homes. When attempting to transfer the title, Staff realized that the EDA did not have title to the lots due to the fact that the lien against the parcel was only for the property on which the building was located, and not against the other properties. 

Motion Andrews, second Kester to withdraw the offer of the transfer of the title to the lots adjacent to the Elementary School Building to Habitat for Humanity. Motion carried 5-0.
