Trunk Area Utility Fees

The EDA and City have discussed what would the core infrastructure costs be to extend water to the proposed hospital site, extend services across the Interstate and to open up the former airport property for industrial development.  The developable areas were split into four sections. S.E.H. had prepared a report on Trunk Area Fees which could serve to help pay the costs of the core infrastructure. 

The EDA members were asked if the fees should be based on gross acreage or should there be some adjustments made for wetlands or right of ways, etc.  It was the consensus of the EDA that the fees should be spread out over the gross area to be served.

The EDA was reminded that not all of the land would be developed and so the City will still need to decide if it will be paying a portion of the estimated trunk area fees.

The infrastructure project would need to be paid for up front and area fees won’t be collected until the land is actually developed.  

Other sources of paying for the project including increasing water and sewer rates. The EDA would like to see the new developments pay for as much of the core infrastructure as possible.

The EDA discussed doing the infrastructure project to the sections separately. This would cost more so they decided it would be better to do it all at once so the project costs would be lower but the area trunk fees would be higher but would be spread out over more acreage. 

S.E.H. was directed to recalculate the developable acreage and costs and to present their findings to the EDA for consideration.
