March 17, 2010

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Edmond, second Bonander to approve the agenda for March 17 with the addition of 9E-Acknowledge resignation of Brian Talbot as the Assistant Fire Chief and appointment of Ross Degerstrom as the Assistant Fire Chief, 12D-Authorize amendment to Jensen Feasibility Study, and revised memos for 12A-Appoint Golf Course Manager and 12B-Appoint Head Groundskeeper. Motion carried 4-0.

 SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

There were none. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

There were none.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINNUTES

Motion Edmond, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for March 3, 2010. Motion carried 4-0. 

PUBLIC HEARING

There was none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Edmond asked that 9B be removed for further discussion.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the consent agenda as follows: 9A-Add Josh Sill to the Fire and Rescue roster as probationary employee, 9C-Approve a Special Events permit for the Chamber of Commerce for Quarry Days 2010, 9D-Approve Quarry Days parade route, approve request for road closures, approve City contribution of porta-potties and dumpster, waive Noise Ordinance requirements and agree to request Sheriff’s Mounted Patrol, and 9E-Approve resignation of Brian Talbot as Assistant Fire Chief and appointment of Ross Degerstrom as Assistant Fire Chief. Motion carried 4-0. 

Edmond asked about issues with insurance and liability for the proposed Youth Deer Hunt on October 30-31.  Griffith pointed out the locations which would all be east of the Kettle River would all be inside Banning State Park boundaries.  

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept consent agenda item 9B-Approve exception to City Cody 945.01 by approve a permit to Banning State Park to hold a youth firearms deer hunt in City limits but within Banning State Park boundaries on October 30 and 31, 2010. Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims in the amount of $34,513.25. Motion carried 4-0. 

Kester requested that Staff check with Minnesota Power regarding the costs of the decorative street lights.

The Finance Officer provided the Council members with the Cash Balance, Revenue & Expenditure report for February 2010.

OLD & CONTINUING BUISNESS

There was none.

NEWBUSINESS

Golf Manager Hire

The Council advertised the Golf Course Manager position for the 2010 season. They received 20 applications and five of those applicants were interviewed by the Personnel Committee. Background checks were done on three of these five candidates. The position was offered to Walt Braunig who declined. 

The Personnel Committee is now recommending to the Council that they offer the position to Stephen D’Alessio. 

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept the recommendation of the Personnel Committee and offer the Manager’s position to Stephen D’Alessio subject to his acceptance and agreement on a salary. Motion carried 4-0. 

Head Groundskeeper Hire

The City Council must appoint a Head Groundskeeper for the 2010 season. Dean Rollie was appointed to this position last season, and Staff is recommending that the Council reappoint him for this year. 

Motion Edmond, second Kester to reappoint Dean Rollie as the Head Groundskeeper at a salary of $12,000. Motion carried 4-0.

Grant application for accessibility

The State is currently accepting grant applications for automatic door openers to make polling places more accessible for individuals with disabilities.  City Hall, along with the other businesses located in the building, has a large number of seniors and disabled persons entering the building.  The City has received a proposal from Inclusion Solution for the installation of a push plate automatic door opener for the double doors in front of the library in the amount of $5,850.00.  The grant is expected to cover most of the costs.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve the application for the Minnesota Secretary of State Election Assistance Grant. Motion carried 4-0.

Infrastructure project-cost estimate

Tim Franklin requested in writing that the City direct the engineers to update the Jensen Feasibility Study to include a cost estimate for extending water and sewer lines across Birch Street to his property.  The City may assess a portion or all of these costs.  

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to direct SEH to amend the Jensen Feasibility Study to include the cost of extending sanitary sewer across Birch Street at the Mallard Place location. Motion carried 4-0. 

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the reports as follows: Summary of Paid Claims, Park and Recreation Commission minutes-March 10, Planning Commission minutes-March10, and Sump Pump Inspection notes-March 8. Motion carried 4-0. 

Griffith extended a “thank you” to residents from City Staff to those who have participated in the sump pump inspections so far.  

John Kern announced the Chamber’s Egg Hunt on April 3rd in Train Park and noted that work is in progress to new signage identifying various types of businesses in town.  He also reported on progress on Quarry Days planning.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

There were none. 

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

The Administrator reminded the Council of the Board of Review on Monday, April 26, and that the Personnel Committee is reviewing 29 applications for Golf Course Groundskeeper and 19 applications for Clubhouse Attendants. He mentioned that Brian Talbot has resigned as Assistant Fire Chief of Sandstone Fire and Rescue. He stated that he did some research about the greens mowers. He found out that the Golf Course has two greens mowers, and one can be fixed as a backup. There is no need to buy a new one. 

He noted the following trainings and workshops: LMC Legislative Conference for Cities-St. Paul on March 25, Protecting the St. Croix-River Falls on April 8, LMC Annual Conference in St. Cloud-April 23-24, LMC Loss and Safety Control in St. Cloud on April 27, and a Symposium on Small Towns in Morris on June 10. 

He informed them that the City has a court date with Mr. Carlson on April 1. Finally, he announced that the compost and brush pile would be open on Saturday if it is not snowing.
