REGULAR MEETING

January 3, 2007

CALL TO ORDER

Mayor Atterbury called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS

Swearing in of elected officials

Mayor Atterbury, Councilmember Edmond and Councilmember Stadin were each sworn into office by reading a prepared statement and affixing their signatures to same.  

ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS

Deputy Frehse informed the Council that there were 74 calls within the City for the month of December.  These were primarily for disorderly conduct, domestic disturbance or property damage.  He has been continuing to monitor the traffic on Minnesota Street and other areas which warrant it.

Johnson reminded the public that snowmobiles are only allowed to exit the City to other trails, not ride around within the City limits.

Atterbury stated that he had attended the Hinckley City Council meeting and that Hinckley and Pine City are considering a modification to their contract with the Sheriff’s Department and are encouraging Sandstone to join with them.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to approve the regular meeting minutes of December 20, 2006.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS (cont)

Gene LaLonde presented a preliminary outline of the proposed Sandstone Passenger Rail Station, asking for the Council’s input and suggestions.  A February 7th presentation on the passenger rail between Duluth and the Cities will be open to the public.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to accept the consent agenda as follows:  Hand checks; Designate official depositories – Resolution 2007-01; Designate official newspaper; Designate Council meetings for 2007; Designate City pound; Designate a certified building official to administer building code; Approval of Administrator attendance at Ehlers Public Finance Seminar in February; Appoint Lisa Gafkjen to the Planning Commission; Reappoint Rita Best and Janice Gustafson to Library Board.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCE OFFICER’S REPORT

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to approve and pay claims in the amount of $17,938.65.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

There was none.

NEW BUSINESS

Corporate Authorization resolution

Currently, Sam Griffith, Lois Newey, Jane Grundmeier, Randy Atterbury and Jody Johnson are authorized to sign on City bank accounts.  

Motion Johnson, second Bonander to make no changes to the signatories for the City’s bank accounts.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Economic Development Authority members

Traditionally, the City Council members have served as the members of the EDA and are authorized by resolution to do so.

Motion Johnson, second Stadin to appoint Randy Atterbury, Leonard Bonander Jr., Jim Edmond, Jody Johnson and Rene Stadin to serve as the Sandstone EDA for 2007.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Staff Committee for 2007

The Council members assist the City Administrator in developing recommendations for the Council consideration by sitting on Staff Committees.  These positions (with the exception of Development) qualify for pay at the rate of $25 per meeting.

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to appoint the following Council members to the following Staff Committees:  Finance – Atterbury and Johnson; Personnel – Atterbury and Bonander; Intergovernmental Relations – Edmond and Stadin; Development – Edmond and Stadin.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Advisory Commissions

Advisory Commissions assist the Council and City Staff in planning and implementing projects.  Council members hold ex-officio positions on these commissions to provide communications between the elected officials and the appointed advisory commissions.  The ex-officio positions of the Council members are not paid.

Motion Bonander, second Johnson to appoint the following Council members to the following Advisory Commissions:  Planning Commission – Edmond; Park & Recreation Commission – Stadin; Community Development Commission – Johnson; Golf Advisory Board – Atterbury; Library Board – Atterbury.  Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council member to serve on Joint Powers Building Inspection Board

Sandstone participates with the cities of Hinckley and Pine City in a Joint Powers Building Inspection Board, with each city providing their City Administrator as a permanent voting member and a Council member as another voting member.  The Council position qualifies as a paid position at the rate of $25.00 per meeting.

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to appoint Johnson to fill the Sandstone position on the Joint Powers Building Inspection Board for 2007.  Motion carried 5-0.

Elect Deputy Mayor for 2007

In the absence of the Mayor, the Deputy Mayor presides over Council meetings.  Traditionally, the most senior Council member fills this position.  There is no “most senior” member on the current Council.  

Motion Johnson, second Edmond to appoint Bonander as the Deputy Mayor for 2007.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS

Motion Bonander, second Edmond to accept reports as follows:  Summary of paid claims; Golf Commission minutes – December 21; Library Board minutes – December 19; 2006 Building Permits report.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS

The City has received the Minnesota Hospital report, and a letter from the State Auditor.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT

Administrator Griffith reminded the Council and public of the February 7th workshop on the commuter rail project between Duluth and the Cities.  He also mentioned the Library’s request for a community service project – moving books to prepare for the installation of new carpet.
