OLD AND NEW BUSINESS

Great Lakes Quarterly Report

Tina Doornink, Great Lakes Management, presented the EDA members with the quarterly report. She also discussed the survey that had been completed at the Wild River Senior Building. Revenues and net operating income remain under-budget, primarily due to vacancies and rent concessions. 

Old School-discussion with broker

Lynn Carlson, realtor consultant on the Old School Building, presented the EDA members with much of the same information of which they are already aware, primarily issues pertaining to location, redevelopment costs and the unlikelihood of finding a developer. 

Motion Andrews, second Edmond to direct Staff to research costs involved with deconstructing the building. Motion carried 4-1. 

Grant easement for Road and Utilities

The EDA has obtained a 15 acre parcel from Verne Jensen for the future Hospital Project with the view to creating a public Right of Way connecting Grouse Street to Highway 123. A survey was completed. Staff is requesting that the EDA grant a 60 foot easement for streets and utility along the western boundary of this parcel. 

Motion Andrews, second Stadin to approve granting a 60-foot easement for street and utilities along the western boundary of the parcel the EDA purchased from Verne Jensen and to authorize the Executive Director to execute necessary documents to record the easement. Motion carried 5-0.
