ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA

Motion Stadin, second Tauer to approve the agenda for February 16. Motion carried 5-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to approve the meeting minutes for February 2. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS

There were none. 

CONTINUING BUSINESS

Future of the Old School

The City contracted with LHB Architects and Mission Development to determine if the Old School could be used for a new City Hall, Library and Arts and History Center. They also had LHB Architects and Mission Development prepare the cost and steps needed to Mothball the building. 

Staff stated that a proposal had been received from Jack Allen, dba AYM. If the EDA is interested in working with him, the City Attorney has suggested that they use the License Agreement. 

Staff suggested that they defer any action on Jack Allen’s proposal, and that they direct him to prepare to present how he can meet the license agreement requirements.   

AYM Proposal

Jack Allen, dba AYM, has submitted a proposal for the redevelopment of the Old School. The proposal suggests that the EDA rent the building to AYM for a period of 6 months so that he can undertake his assessment of redevelopment for his end use. The proposal allows for an extension and if the project is feasible, the property can be sold to AYM. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to defer any action on the AYM proposal until after the March 2 workshop, and to begin conversations with Allen requesting that he begin to satisfy the license agreement terms. Motion carried 5-0. 

Art and Homes Proposal

Robert Harboldt, Arts and Homes Organization, has submitted information on ideas he has for the Old School. The information discusses a vision of business use on the first floor, a technology center, sculpture garden, ARTS Center and affordable housing, and lofts and studios in the remainder of the building. However, the proposal is vague with lack of specific details. 

Motion Bonander, second Tauer to thank Arts and Homes Organization for their interest but that the EDA is not interested in the proposal as currently presented. They are welcome to submit a new proposal with more specifics. Motion carried 4-1.

OTHER

Staff gave a short update on the Wild River refinancing, noting that with the current state of the market, it is not a good time to refinance. 

He also noted that the proposal to the manufacturing firm is due on Friday. Finally, he mentioned that lobbying for the FCI expansion is continuing.
