NOTICE TO CONTRACTORS

SEWER AND WATER CONNECTIONS

The City of Sandstone, in an attempt to control excavation and connections to the water distribution and wastewater collection system, would like to make contractors aware of the following information.

1. All water and sewer Contractors shall be registered under the City of Sandstone right-of-way ordinance.

2. Owners or authorized agent and the Contractor shall obtain water and sewer connection permit from the City. 


3. Excavation around or connections made to the municipal water or sewer system must be approved by the city staff or its representative.


4. City staff or its representative shall have at least 24 hours notice prior to, or at a minimum the notice shall be made the day prior to the scheduled work. Emergencies will be excluded from this notice time. 


5. City staff or its representative shall be responsible for shutting down mains for connections. Contractors shall not shut down any city main without permission of city staff or its representative.


6. Traffic control (barricades) shall be set up and maintained by the contractor during the time of the work.


7. Proper workmanship and materials shall be provided by the contractor and shall be approved by city staff or its representative.


A. Workmanship:

1 Cut bituminous to minimize repairs and cracks. When backfilling, compact in layers of 24 inches or less. Gravel backfill on top 10-14 inches on roads and traffic areas.

2 Water and Sewer taps:

- No taps closer than 24 inches of joints.


- Pipes shall be inspected for debris before installation.

- Water pipes shall be disinfected and tested with the contractor being responsible for cuts.



- No rocks or frozen material around any part of the installation.

- Maintain separation when crossing other utilities.

- Sand or gravel bedding immediately around installed fittings and pipe, no wet or unstable backfill material allowed.


B. Connection materials:

1. Water Taps – AWWA fittings


- 90 deg. elbows should be used if 84 inches of cover can’t be maintained. (Alternate – 4 inch sheet insulation)

- Type K copper for service lines.

- Saddles shall be used on PVC water main.

- Curb stops, valves and hydrants shall be adjusted to surface grade.

2. Sewer Taps - Ferco rubber saddles shall be used.


- PVC sewer pipe schedule 40 or SDR 35

- No taps protruding into the main

- Glued or gasketed push joints shall be used on sewer pipe.
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
