OLD AND NEW BUSINESS

Repair and Replacement Reserve for Wild River

Great Lakes Management has undertaken improvements and repairs on the garages at the Townhomes. The final portion is adding/replacing skirting along the bottom edge. They advertised for quotes and the lowest was for $9,804.

Old School

The EDA is anticipating regaining possession of the Old School Building and has been discussing its options. Griffith stated that the back taxes will have to be paid at some time but not just yet, that the LMCIT has recommended placing warnings outside and inside and cutting the tall growth in front of the windows as security improvement, and that the Fire Department should have a tour of the building. They also suggested that the Building Inspector inspect and review the building. The Council members agreed that they could make a better decision regarding options for the building if they had a tour personally. 

Motion Atterbury, second Andrews to set a special EDA meeting for Thursday, September 3, at 4:15 p.m. in order to tour the Old School Building and to discuss plans for the future of the building. Motion carried 5-0.
