Chair Barsness called the meeting to order at 7:00 am

Motion Dybvig, second Franklin to approve the agenda. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Colsrud, second Dybvig to approve July minutes. Motion carried 4-0.

Project Review 

Robinson Park

Griffith reported that the bathroom renovation project is underway.  

Plans and specs are being developed to get quotes for a handicap accessible parking space at the bathroom.

The plans and specifications for the Wagon Bridge Road project are underway. The project will include storm water and road improvements.

The City and the DNR have completed an invasive plant removal project in the Park with a young adult crew provided by the Jobs & Training office.  Signs and boot brush have been installed to help deter the spread of these invasive plants.

There is a clean-up day planned in October and the climbers will be here to help.  The project will probably look at removing brush. 

Rec Area

Once City is sure of final costs for Skate Park, the city will sign the contract for putting down ag lime on the softball infield.    A home plate will also be installed.

One of the swing sets removed from Johnson Park will be installed at the Rec Area.

Angle Park 

The skate park equipment has been ordered and should be delivered before the end of the month.  Installation will be a community build.

The contract for the surface of the skate park has been signed.

A work group needs to be organized for the Community build.

Playground – Johnson Park

Member Franklin reported on the Open House.

KREEC

There are costs for the next step in developing this site but no money will be spent until all other improvement project costs are known.

Suggestions and Recommendations for next steps

The Commission then held a general discussion about other improvements each park needs.

Johnson Park should have a recycling receptacle added that will only take cans.  

It would be nice to have asphalt under the picnic shelter as a surface. 

Consideration should be given for a porta potty at Johnson Park.

A second picnic bench would be nice and a bench for parents to set on while watching their children at Johnson Park.

A suggestion was made that this be the Commission’s homework for next month to think about these needs for each area.

The FCI can build benches from concrete if we supply the materials and they will make picnic benches if we supply the materials.

Perhaps the Commission could create memorial benches that could be a fund raiser.

The Commission agreed that at the next meeting, they will review ideas for locating benches, picnic tables, and other small improvements in each of the park areas.  There will be a discussion on potential sources of funds.
