Vice Chairperson called the meeting to order at 7:02 pm.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE

Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

APPROVE AGENDA

Motion L. Gafkjen, second T. Gafkjen to approve agenda with addition of 7d CUP review. Motion carried 4-0.

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES

Motion L. Gafkjen, second T. Gafkjen to approve January 10 minutes. Motion carried 4-0. 

NEW BUSINESS

Review Sketch Plat for Free Church Property

Free Church members presented a sketch plat and answered questions. They showed the area going to be used for the new church building with 23 acres set aside for church facilities and parking. Church would like to put a ball field in to the west with bathrooms and picnic area. Space will be available for the development of assisted living.  The remainder of the property would be available for multi-family housing development.

There will be a meeting for prices on the project. Staff hopeful to see plat within the next few months. Commission members were pleased and excited with the ideas presented. 

Review revised sketch plat for Vork Property

The Commission was shown Option 2. The change would be that the west 10 acre parcel would be divided into two five acre lots leaving one ten acre lot which would have the barn and house.  The only negative was that the proposed road that would end up being a dead end road. 

Interchange Development Plan as part of Comprehensive Plan

Planning Commission has updated the Comprehensive Plan. The request is to add the Interchange Development Plan as an addendum to the Comprehensive Plan to additional guidelines in the development of the area.

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Hilty to send to a recommendation to the City Council to include the Interchange Development Plan as an addendum to the City’s Comprehensive Plan. Motion carried 3-1.

New Kiln at school

A new and larger kiln is being put in. The amount of wood is more that can fit into the building and therefore the wood is being stored outside. The CUP does not allow outside storage of wood.  The owner has sent a letter requesting a review of their need to temporarily store wood outside. 

Question raised was this would a fire and safety hazard and what would it look like.  The Commission felt that this might be accommodated by fencing or screening it off.

Staff was directed to gather further information on the amount of wood to be temporarily stored, the size of the wood piles and request the Building Inspector to provide guidance on fire safety issues.   

OLD AND CONTINUING BUSINESS

Zoning Ordinance 

Medical Business District

There was a short review of the language for a Medical Services District.  The only language change was adding language that would allow medically related services to be developed under the Planned Unit Development process.  The Commission will look at that language later in the meeting. 

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Hilty to recommend that the Council amend the zoning code to establish a Medical Business Zoning District (B4). Motion carried 4-0.

Industrial Zoning District 

There was a review of the permitted and conditional uses.  The language was acceptable but will be reviewed when the area gains infrastructure.  There was also a short review of the architectural and landscaping standards.  

Motion L Gafkjen, second Hilty to recommend that the Council amend the zoning code to amend the language in the Industrial zoning District (I2).  Motion carried 4-0.

Commercial PUD

Staff presented proposed language for amending the Planned Unit Development section of the zoning ordinance to create language for the creation of Commercial PUDs.  Staff pointed out it resemblance to subdivision platting but also where the differences were.  The process puts a lot of responsibility on the Planning Commission but should allow developers a lot more flexibility in the development of their property.

Motion L. Gafkjen, second Hilty, to set Public Hearing for March 14th meeting for discussion of Commercial PUD language. Motion carried 4-0. 

OTHER

Review Zoning Map

Although the Commission and Council have created two new zoning districts, they have no force and authority until they are designated on the Zoning Map and parcels are assigned new zoning designations.

A review of the zoning map and new boundaries will be discussed at the next meeting. 

Sign Ordinance

Commission will begin review of proposed changes to the sing ordinance at the next meeting.
