Update on ATM and Old School Agreement

The EDA and AYM met on July 12 and began discussions on the proposed agreement.  The two parties discussed some of the language and some possible clarifications to the agreement.  The agreement basically calls for the EDA to sell the parcel to AYM for $1 in exchange for which ATM will do all the environment clean-up needed. AYM will have attorney respond with suggested changes for our review.

NEW BUSINESS

Wild River improvement work

There were 2 bids received for landscaping work to be completed at Wild River Apartments.

Jason Isaacson from Great Lakes Management presented a recommendation that bullet edgers be used as the edging material due to long-term maintenance costs to be decreased.  Their recommendation was to use Jeff’s Outdoor Services as the contractor for this project.  It was noted that the cost of both job would be approximately $17,800.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to expend funds from the Wild River Repair and Replace Reserve to complete the landscaping project. Motion carried 5-0.

OTHER

Variance Report

Great Lakes Management provided the variance report for the month of May.

Motion Tauer, second Kester to accept the variance report for the Wild River Apartments.  Motion carried 5-0.

Development opportunities
