CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Buy Local Program
Jill Warner gave a report on a new program intended to encourage consumers to buy locally. Thirteen businesses from Sandstone initially signed up to participate.  Consumers need to visit (no purchase necessary) 7 out of the 13 local businesses listed on the card and enter a chance to win a prize every quarter.  There will be some different businesses added on every 6 months. This quarter the prize will be a grill donated by Ace Hardware.  The prize will be different every quarter and provided by local businesses.
Deputy Josh Matson gave the sheriff’s report.  There were 109 calls.  The calls were lower than last month. Devlin inquired about the calls for service, if they were in general during the day hours or night hours.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Mayor reported that there were complaints regarding not plowing the gravel roads during the last snow storms.  Staff informed him the city has a policy regarding plowing gravel roads after the start of the thaw to avoid damage to the road and the gravel.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:

Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve meeting minutes for April 3, 2013.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA:
The consent agenda is to authorize quotes for planned Class V improvements; approve Special Event permit for PaddleFest-May 3-5; and allow overnight camping and provide porta-potty for PaddleFest.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to approve the consent agenda.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve and pay Claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
There were none.

NEW BUSINESS:
Conditional Use permit-JnJ’s Recycling
JnJ’s Recycling has applied for a conditional use permit to operate a recycling business in the old UPS building formerly occupied by A&D Recycling.  This land is zoned business service and is a conditional use.  A Conditional Use permit was granted to this property for recycling of non-ferrous metals and as the use will not change therefore the conditions of the permit have not changed except for the operating entity. JnJ proposes to buy non-ferrous metal from the public and will store materials in the building and will provide a parking area for trailers and dumpsters that will transport the product.  
Conditional Uses require final approval by the City Council and the acceptance of the new operating entity needs Council review.

Motion Stadin, second Bonander to approve the transfer of the conditions of the existing conditional use permit to JnJ Recycling based on their submissions and a new Finding of Fact.  Motion carried 5-0.

Discuss 2013 Street work
The Council has levied $ 40,000 for street maintenance work (overlays and/or crack filling) this year.
There are projects, which would be to mill down the existing asphalt and place a new asphalt overlay and other would be to crack fill and then chip seal existing road surfaces.   Projects for consideration are from a list prepared by Public Works and are areas with minimal utility impact.  
The suggested projects are as follows:  Quarry Place chip seal or overlay, Eisenhower – chip seal, Grant from Highway 123 to Jefferson – chip seal; Overlay projects could include Washington from Palisade to Pine, Washington- from Hwy 123 to Court, Division from Palisade to Pine; A complete removal and new pavement would be the alleys from 2nd Street to 6th Street, and Jefferson.  The proposal for Minnesota from Grant to Pine would be to remove asphalt and add base to make a gravel street.

Council to determine which projects for which it will authorize staff to obtain quotes.  This will be put on the May agenda for further discussion.
