There were none.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS
Tim Raymond, a local real estate investor, addressed the council regarding property located at 409 Park Ave.   He says it is an eyesore and a hazard.  He had a copy of a city ordinance that he read regarding the city inspector stepping in and cleaning up.  He claims the city can do the work and bill the owners at a later time under MN Statute 429. 
 Kester replied that the city would most likely not get the monies back.  Staff said that three state laws apply, one for grass, one for garbage and one for housing conditions.  Staff also informed the Council that finding out which financial institution actually owns the property requires time.  He also informed the Council that staff cannot just enter private property. There are required legal steps and that staff would have no insurance coverage on private property if they just went in and did the work needed.   
Tim Raymond petitioned the council to make a motion for the inspector to start proceedings for cleanup.  

Motion Stadin, second Bonander for the city inspector to start proceedings against the owners at 409 Park Ave to clean up the property.  Motion carried 4-0.

Tauer reported that the Lions Golf Tournament would be Saturday, September 22, 2012 and there will be a Veterans Spaghetti Dinner will be at the Golf Course Nov. 11, 2012 1-5 p.m.

Approve submission of Purchase Order to HGAC for Fire Truck
The Fire Department is requesting authority to order a new pumper.  Through an approved Joint Powers agreement with HGAC, a Texas municipal consortium, the City will not have to prepare specifications or publicly bid the project.  Custom Fire has developed a full set of specifications for the pumper.  The cost for the new pumper is $374,000.00.  The cost needs to be verified through HGAC before the City can submit a purchase order.  
The City would pay for ½ with funds from the Fire Equipment Fund and ½ from the General Fund and would pay itself back by taking the money it would pay into the Fire Equipment Fund.
Stadin inquired about the length of time to re-pay back the money. Staff informed him it would be either 15 or 20 years depending on how the truck was depreciated.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to submit cost of new pumper for verification to HGAC and if there is no change in purchase price then staff is authorized to proceed with a purchase order for a new pumper. Motion carried 4-0.
