May 15, 2013
CALL TO ORDER: 7:00 p.m.

ROLL CALL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Staff and members recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:
Add 12E: Approve $1,200.00 donation to Sandstone Food Shelf - Family Pathways
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the above change.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Jill Warner presented the League insurance package to the City for consideration.  She reviewed the changes made and the actions the Council needs to take.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve workers comp, LMCIT insurance package; approve liability coverage and not waive limits and approve no fault sewer back up insurance. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to renew agreement and compensation with North Pine Insurance for 1 year.  Motion carried 5-0.

The Sandstone Chamber report was given by Maria Lourey-Benzie.  There are currently 43 members.  A goal of the chamber is to involve families more in the community.  They are working on the website, gun show, Christmas bazaar, bowling tournament, and other activities.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
John Kern reminded the council of the golf tournament coming up on Saturday, May 25th. There will be lots of door prizes and a former member of the Vikings football team will be there. 
Devlin noted that he was glad about the potholes being repaired, but there are complaints about loose tar on cars.  Also, there are big trucks speeding and using engine brakes in town that is bothering the locals.
Stadin reminded the council and city that there are city ordinances regarding burning.  He stated that the deputies should be notified if people are burning out of line with the city ordinance and the deputies should enforce the city ordinances.  
Stadin also commented on the yellow no parking lines painted on the curbs.  He has volunteered to supervise the painting to make sure that they are all equal and done according to the laws.   He also stated a concern about people parking in front of other people’s mailboxes.  This problem has been discussed previously and there is no easy solution.
Bonander commented that he witnessed the steam train going over the bridge.  He says it was a very “cool” thing to witness.  
Atterbury apologized to the council for missing the last meeting. He has been down due to an illness.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Devlin, second Bonander to approve meeting minutes for May 1, 2013. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:
There were none.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve above consent agenda:  Approve liquor license Richard Thoenness dba Rich’s Bar for on sale, off sale and Sunday liquor license; Sandstone Area Golf Course LLC dba as Sandstone Area Golf Course, on sale and Sunday liquor license and Dan Lang dba Sandstone Lanes for 3.2 on sale license. All subject to Sheriff’s background check and proper insurance.
Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Street & Alley projects update
Staff gave an update on the projects and shared the recommendation of the city engineer to televise sewer lines and move a water line.

NEW BUSINESS:
Consider adoption of Ordinance 2013-01-background checks
Certain job applicants and certain applicants for licenses in the City require a criminal history background checks.  Resolution 2013-01 establishes the regulations that allow said background checks to happen.  

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2013-01 and authorize Mayor and Administrator to sign the ordinance and for staff to have the ordinance published.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider award of Class V work
The City has a rotating list of Class V projects.  City advertised and received five quotes.  Sandstone Township sent a letter stating they would not participate in the cost of additional Class V on Robin Street.

Motion Stadin, second Devlin to authorize a contract with Rydberg and Sons to perform the Class V work for Birch Street, not Robin Street, for $11.47 per yard. Motion carried 5-0.

Consider award of contract for extending sanitary to old public works site
The City received one quote for extending sanitary sewer to the Public Works building site for $12,199.00 material and labor from MPJ Enterprises.  
Motion Bonander, second Kester to contract with MPJ Enterprisers for sanitary line installation at old public works site. Motion carried 5-0.

Consider installation of meter at water works
SEH suggests that our water production from our two wells is actually greater than what the city uses.  We need to determine how much water is produced so the need to add a well in the near future for the development of a new hospital facility may not be necessary.  The city needs to be conscious of the increased need for volume and pressure at the locations being considered.

Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve the installation of a meter at the wet well overflow pipe location. Motion carried 5-0.

Consider donation to Food Shelf
The City received a request from Family Pathways for a $1,200 donation to Sandstone Food Shelf.  Staff stated that this is a donation allowed under state law.

Motion Atterbury, second Devlin to approve the $1,200 donation to Family Pathways for the Sandstone food shelf. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve Paid claims, Planning Commission and PeopleService operations reports.  Motion carried 5-0.
