CALL TO ORDER: 6:30p.m.

ROLL CALL:

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA:

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Mike Fischer from LHB Architects gave the Library Space Planning Group presentation.  He presented the report and began by discussing why this effort started and reviewed the planning process to this point.  Nancy Liebelt, a member of the Library Foundation told the Council about her experiences bringing children’s groups to the library.  Access to the activities and resources of the Library are essential to children but the limitations of the existing space are problematic.  Barb Misselt of the East Central Regional Library explained that Legacy funds have created a lot more funding of programs and activities but there are a number of these programs that the existing library can’t participate in because of a lack of space to held them in or a lack of the proper technology.  Ona Hansen, a member of the Library Foundation, told the Council how important the Library and its programs are to her children and to the community. The Library Foundation is recommending the Council amend the LHB contract to allow the next phase of planning.

There was extended discussion about studies, the cost of studies and how a site would be selected. Mayor Atterbury expressed concern regarding the amount of money.  He would much rather spend the money on the library directly.  However, he stated that he understood the study was protocol and needed to be done. Other Council members expressed their thoughts and concerns.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to amend the LHB contract by $19,000.00 to analyze the three top sites, do concept drawings for each; outline the plusses and minuses of each site; develop a preliminary schedule and preliminary budget for each.  The outcome would be a preferred site.  Motion carried 3-1.


PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:
Stadin voiced concern regarding the camper trailer that is still parked in a resident’s driveway.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:
Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve the meeting minutes from July 17, 2013.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Archery deer hunt and regulations for 2013
Motion Stadin, second Bonander to open public hearing at 7:58 p.m.  Motion carried 4-0.

The city allows archery hunting on certain public and private lands.  Before the Council can set rules and regulations for the 2013 hunt, it must hold a public hearing to take comment on any changes or modifications to the hunt.  Hunters must have city permit and consent from land owner to take a deer.  The change for 2013 is that five (5) deer can be taken, only one buck with a city permit.  If the hunter does not register with the city they can only take one deer.    

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to close public hearing at 8:05 p.m.  Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to take approve the rules and regulations for the 2013 Deer Control program in Sandstone.  Motion carried 4-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: Approve gaming permit for raffle for Sportsmen Club on November 9, 2013; Approve closing of certain streets for neighborhood block parties on August 14 from 5:30 p.m. to 8:30 p.m. on Washington, Court and Palisade; Approve one day liquor license for Sportsmens Club for November 9, 2013; and, Approve Special Event permit for a Sandstone Climbers Festival on October 19 & 20 in Robinson Park, subject to insurance binder & other requirements. Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve and pay Claims. Motion carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
There was none.

NEW BUSINESS:
Consider Purchase Agreement for old PW shop
The City approved selling the property at the $ 45.000 price suggested by a commercial real estate realtor.  The City had the property surveyed to create two parcels with the north parcel being the compost site which the City would keep.  The City has contracted to extend the public sanitary sewer system to the site as the existing septic system has failed and is awaiting approval of easements to proceed with the work. 
The City has received an offer of $45,000.00 for the property and the city attorney has prepared a Purchase Agreement with Matt & Jennifer Anderson for consideration by the Council.  
If the city can’t put the sewer line in there will have to be a mound system installed.  The Administrator was directed to proceed with both options.

Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to approve the agreement conditional upon a determination of which source of sewage treatment, sanitary sewer or mound system will be provided.  Motion carried 4 -0.

Authorize search for appropriate election space for 2014
The Community Room at City Hall is no longer adequate for elections.  With all of the new machines and accessibility requirements for elections, the City Hall is too cramped and crowded. 
 
Motion Kester, second Stadin to authorize staff to look at other spaces appropriate for elections and report back to Council.  Motion carried 4-0.

Budget 2014 discussion
Some of the expense increases are wages & benefits for 2nd full time PW employee; Rental housing inspection costs (If the city does this); probable Relief Association municipal match increase; a contract for County HR services; and funds to marketing of excess land  and the Business Park (hospital) development costs.
Consensus is to hold a workshop on the budget on August 21, 2013 at 6:00 p.m.  

REPORTS:
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to accept Paid claims, PeopleService operations, Relief Association - state reporting forms & audit.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS:
There were none.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT:
Special election-County Commissioner District 5-September 17; Quarry Days this weekend.  The Council must approve preliminary budget and levy by September 15.
The Paint-a-thon house completed and the recipient is incredibly happy. A draft SCI Cable ordinance draft under review. Schedule for surveys/interviews in Robinson Park-need volunteers through end of August.
The camera work on alleys shows a possible section of pipe that is collapsing. There was damage to pavilion – 12 spindles were broken in half. The repair is already done. All three metal fire rings stolen from campsites in Robinson Park and were replaced with rock.
