NEW BUSINESS:
Corporate Authorization Resolution
Council is asked to approve corporate authorization resolution whenever there has been a change on the signatures for the City’s bank accounts.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2015-02 to change the signatories for the City’s bank accounts by removing Randy Atterbury and adding Carl Steffen. Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint EDA members
The Council is asked to appoint members to the EDA. 

Motion Kester, second Bonander to appoint Carl Steffen, Leonard Bonander, Phil Kester, Pete Spartz, and Tim Franklin to serve as the Sandstone EDA for 2015. Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Staff Committees for 2015
The City Council is advised to appoint members to Staff Committees for 2015. These committee positions (except for Development, Fee & Rail) qualify for pay at the rate of $25 per meeting.

Motion carried 5-0.

Appoint Council members to Advisory Commissions
The Council is asked to consider appointment of Council members to ex-officio advisory body positions. The purpose of these positions is to provide communication between the elected officials and the appointed advisory commissions. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to appoint the following advisory commission positions: Planning Commission- Spartz, Park & Recreation – Franklin, and Library Board – Mayor Steffen. Motion carried 5-0.

Elect Deputy Mayor
The City Council must elect a Deputy Mayor to serve in the absence of the Mayor in 2015.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to appoint Councilmember Kester as Deputy Mayor for 2015. Motion carried 5-0.

Funding Application
MNDOT has a newer grant program to assist cities that are not State Aid cities with certain types of road improvement. The road and bridge into the medical campus seem to fit the program criteria. SEH prepared an application and submitted on the city’s behalf at the end of the year. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-03 approving an application for Local Road Improvement Program (LRIP) funds and if awarded will ensure that the project is completed in accordance with state requirements. Motion carried 5-0.

City Fee Schedule
Council reviews the City Fee Schedule on an annual basis. Staff has reviewed the existing fee schedule and has made recommendations.

Motion Kester, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-04 approving the 2015 fee schedule. Motion approved 5-0.

Recess meeting
Motion Steffen, second Spartz to recess Council meeting and then return to agenda item Business Park Development after the EDA meeting. Motion to carried 5-0 at 7:35 p.m.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to reopen the City Council meeting at 7:44 p.m. Motion carried 5-0. 

Business Park Development
Administrator Griffith updated the Council on the medical campus project. A meeting was held with Essentia, NPAHD, Gateway and the City of Sandstone to review the campus project progress and agreements. Gateway’s current lease agreement ends in November which poses a challenge whether to renew the lease or wait for the new clinic. The City is ready to submit an application for Federal EDA grant money. Griffith and councilmembers will meet with financial advisors next week to discuss all options. 

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to authorize Kennedy & Graven to draft a development agreement. Motion approved 5-0.
