ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept the agenda with the addition of 9F and 9G. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve minutes from January 21. Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve the consent agenda: Set Council Workshop with Park & Recreation Interview WSB; set Fire Formula meeting date; approve submission of DNR grant for fire department; declare certain pieces of Fire Dept equipment obsolete and authorize sale; authorize Northspan and Administrator to submit application to Federal EDA.  Motion approved 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Medical Campus site -Petition and Waiver
The EDA owns land that it wishes the City to have certain public improvements constructed on to service the development. The EDA has approved a Petition and Waiver petition to the City to construct the improvements, and the EDA as the sole owner has the power to encumber the property and requests that the property be assessed $45,000 and the EDA also waives the notice and hearing on the assessments. The City will be using Special Assessment bonds to pay for a portion of the costs.

Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve the Petition and Waiver Agreement - Medical Campus with the Sandstone EDA and authorize the Mayor and Administrator to sign the agreement. Motion carried 5-0.

Contract for Development
NPAHD has agreed to construct certain improvements in exchange for financial assistance to be provided by the City and EDA for the new medical campus. The Development Agreement outlines the responsibilities of each party.

Motion Kester, second Spartz to approve Resolution 2015-09 which approves the Contract for Private Development and authorizes the Mayor and Administrator to execute and deliver such agreements and documents the City determines to be necessary to implement this Agreement. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to open the Public Hearing at 7:20 p.m. Motion carried 5-0.

The purpose of the Public Hearing is to take comments regarding the improvements and the proposed assessments.

Council was provided a copy of written objections James E. Betz a landowner.  A co-owner, Richard Long was present to verbally object to the Medical Campus assessment amount on his land. Mr. Long states that there is no true benefit to his land with the new developments. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to close the Public hearing at 7:33 p.m. Motion carried 5-0. 

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS continued
Medical Campus Improvements
Council has proposed using the 429 assessment process to pay for a portion of the infrastructure costs for the medical campus development. A public hearing was held to take comments.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-10 which orders the improvements for the medical campus project. Motion approved 5-0.

Business Park site – Petition and Waiver
The EDA owns land that it wishes the City to have certain public improvements constructed on the service development. The EDA has approved a Petition and Waiver petition to the City to construct the improvements, and the EDA as the sole owner has the power to encumber the property and requests that the property be assessed $1,370,000 and the EDA also waives the notice and hearing on the assessments. The City will be using Special Assessment bonds to pay for a portion of the costs.

Motion Kester, second Spartz to approve the Petition and Waiver Agreement – Business Park with the Sandstone EDA and authorize the Mayor and Administrator to sign the Agreement. Motion carried 5-0.

Business Park Infrastructure
Council has proposed using the 429 assessment process to pay for a portion of the infrastructure costs for the medical campus development. The EDA is the sole owner of the property to be assessed. The EDA signed a petition and waiver for the improvements, agrees to assessments and waives the public hearing.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2015-11 which orders the improvements for the Business Park Improvement Project. Motion approved 5-0.

Bonding Request 2015
The City made and received a bonding request for $200,000 for the estimated $1,725,000 Medical Campus and Business Park project. The costs of the project have increased to $3,580,000 and the City is proposing to submit a request for additional funds totaling $1,250,000. 

Motion Kester, second Spartz to adopt Resolution 2015-12, a resolution in support of the Bonding request. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to authorize the Administrator and City Council to lobby on behalf of the Bonding request. Motion carried 5-0. 

Authorize fund transfers
With the increased costs for the Medical Campus project and Business Park site the Council is asked to transfer an additional $275,000 to Fund 421. ($100,000 from Fund 603 Storm Water, $80,000 from Fund 401 Capital Improvements, and $95,000 from Fund 101)

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve the fund transfers to Fund 421. Motion carried 5-0.

2015 Budget Amendment 
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve the amended 2015 Budget for the transfers to Fund 421. Motion approved 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Commercial Use Policy Robinson Park
Some for profit organizations use Robinson Park and its facilities and amenities for commercial activities. The City attorney has drafted a policy to address this issue by requiring such entities to obtain and pay for a permit.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to adopt the Robinson Park commercial use policy and that the Council reviews the policy in two years. Motion carried 5-0.

Ordinance Amendment –Commercial Use- Robinson Park
With the adoption of the policy, there is also a request to amend the relevant ordinance to define commercial use and authorize the City to regulate and set fees. 
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to adopt Ordinance 2015-02 – Commercial Use of Robinson Park. Motion carried 4-0. Franklin abstained. 

Permit Fee- Robinson Park
The City has adopted an ordinance which defines commercial use in Robinson Park. The Park & Rec Commission has proposed fees that would be $50 for three or fewer and $100 for more three uses per year. 

Motion Franklin, second Kester to adopt Resolution 2015-13 to amend the 2015 Fee Schedule to establish new fees for commercial use permits in Robinson Park. Motion carried 5-0. 

Fire Equipment Purchase
The Fire Department is requesting the City purchase a used pickup truck for grass rig and response vehicle. The Department is requesting $12,000 to purchase the truck and $9,500 to outfit the vehicle with lights, radio, etc.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to approve the Fire Department truck purchase subject to notification going out to the townships. Motion carried 5-0. 

Assist resident with sewer line
Staff is waiting to receive a cost estimate and a signed wavier and will defer until next meeting.

REPORTS
Motion Kester, second Franklin to accept Paid Claims and Park & Recreation Commission minutes. Motion approved 5-0.
