Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve the agenda with the deletion of 9C. Motion carried 5-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Deputy Mattson was present to discuss the service calls. He reviewed 5 thefts that occurred. He also introduced Deputy Kampa as the new designated Sandstone Deputy.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Franklin, second Bonander to approve minutes from February 4. Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING:

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: designate cash in Fund 421 as restricted cash for Campus & Business Park and approve Service Contract with Chamber for Director Services. Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to approve Finance Officer report. Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Insurance Agent
The City’s insurance agency, North Pine Insurance was sold to Mr. Jeff King. The Council agreed to allow the new owner a year to handle the City’s Insurance needs before proposing a fee for services. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to direct staff to send an RFP for insurance services to interested providers including North Pine Insurance and to delete question #9 from the RFP form. Motion carried 5-0.

Appraisal
The owners of the land to the east of the new Medical campus property have objected to the assessment and have notified the City of their intent to appeal. The City attorney is recommending that an appraisal is done of the property to establish a value with and without the improvements. This information will give the City the ability to negotiate, if necessary, before the final assessment hearing. 

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to authorize a contract with Norrell Appraisal for the appraisal of parcel 45.0107.00. Motion carried 5-0.

Easements
The installation of water and sanitary lines to the Medical Campus project will require an easement from Marv Hansen to cross his property to access the lift station and loop the water. The development of Old Military Rd and Airport Rd as a construction entrance requires an access from Doris Helm to widen the intersection of the two roads. SEH has surveyed and prepared legal descriptions and the City attorney is preparing the legal documents necessary to record these easements.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to acquire the Hansen and Helm easements and to authorize the Mayor and Administrator to sign and record all documents. Motion approved 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Prosecution Services
The City currently has a contract with Spear & Swanson to prosecute on behalf of the City for certain criminal and traffic offenses. These activities include petty misdemeanor, misdemeanor, gross misdemeanor, and traffic offenses. The County has proposed a contract to prosecute these offenses for the City for an annual fee. This would mean a consistency in prosecution across the County and more accountability to the City. 

Motion Spartz, second Franklin to notify Spear & Swanson of the proposal from the County and  allow them the opportunity to respond. Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept Paid Claims, Park & Recreation minutes and PeopleService operation report. Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES & COMMUNICATIONS
The Council received a memo from the Quality of Life Task Force regarding the Rental Housing Ordinance. The Council is urged to revisit the topic as soon as possible.

Motion Franklin, second Spartz to schedule the Rental Housing Ordinance on the next meeting’s agenda. Motion approved 5-0.
