SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Appoint new Council member
The Council had declared a council vacancy and had advertised for interested parties to apply. There will need to be a special election but until that time, the council can appoint a temporary replacement.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve Resolution 2016-12, appointing Val Palmer to the city council vacancy.  Motion carried 4-0.

Oath of Office
Val Palmer took the Oath of Office as a City Council member.

Cooperative Agreement with Pine County
At a special Pine County Board meeting, the City and County discussed actions that need to be taken by the County and City to allow the Business Park Infrastructure project to proceed.  MNDOT is requiring the County to be the fiscal agent for Local Road Improvement Funds awarded to the City.  This requires a cooperative agreement between the two parties.  The County also needs to become a co-applicant on the City’s federal EDA grant.  
There is still some terminology that needs to be clarified and the City is attempting to get MNDOT to waive its rule requiring the County to be the fiscal agent.
No action taken.

Inter Fund Loan – Resolution 2016 - 11
To insure that there are sufficient funds to pay contractor draws on the Business Park Infrastructure project, staff is proposing to create an Inter Fund Loan from the Sewer Fund for up to one million dollars to the Construction Fund for temporary loans to meet cash flow needs.  The Sewer Fund would be repaid from the reimbursements the City receives from the various funders.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016 – 11 establishing an Inter Fund Loan for construction draws.  Motion approved 5-0.

Other Business Park matters
Staff and Council had brief discussion and update on the project.
No action necessary.

Richard Fursman
The Council and Mr. Fursman discussed how the Administrator candidate interviews are being organized and a number of procedural steps.

Recess of Meeting
The Council called the Council meeting into recess until 8 am April 2, 2016.
Meeting recessed at 12 noon.

The Mayor called the Sandstone City Council out of recess at 8:04 am, April 2, 2016.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to offer the discussed contract to Jessica Seibert.  Motion approved 5-0.
