PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Council, guests and staff recite pledge of allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the agenda with the deletion of the opening of the Public Hearing, Resolution 2016-14, 2016-15 and 2016-20 and the setting of a Special meeting to approve Lot Split and approve TIF Note and Development Agreement.   Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
2016 LMCIT App and Waive Excess Liability, etc.
The Council is asked to discuss the renewal of the City’s insurance policy with LMCIT including determining liability coverage and limits, determine if it wishes to renew no fault sewer back-up coverage and determine if it wishes to renew other coverages.  
Jeff King went over the statewide changes to the policy as well as an extension of the workman’s compensation coverage.  There was discussion on how often the statutory limits have been met.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to renew LMCIT insurance package with the liability limitations as they are at present, not waive statutory limits and approve continuing the no fault sewer back-up coverage.  Motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: None

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Franklin, second Kester to accept the April 20 and April 25, 2016 meeting minutes with the addition of Jessica Seibert’s name to those present.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: None

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve appointing Pete Spartz to the Planning Commission, approve the PHASE contract for summer mowing and approve the Special Event permit for the Chamber for Quarry Days.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve Fresh Air Plant Care contract for landscape work.  Motion carried 5-0.

There were questions regarding the price that Mr. Greenly will be paying per acre as well as the wording of the contract.  The price needs to be changed in the contract to $450 per acre.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve the Greenly Purchase Agreement with the changes mentioned and authorize signatures.   Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims.
Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Approve Phone & Service Contract for Seibert
Jessica Seibert has elected through her contract for the City to provide her with a cell phone while she is employed with the City of Sandstone.

Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve purchasing a phone and 2-yr service coverage contract from AT&T for Jessica Seibert.  Motion carried 5-0.

Consider Retirement Request for Administrator Griffith
[bookmark: _GoBack]Under the terms of the Griffith employment contract, the City will pay out three months salary at the then current rate and the monetary value of all employment benefits for the 90-day period following the date of termination.   He has accrued sick and vacation time, which he did not use.  Because he is not part of the Union bargaining unit, nothing in the Personnel Policy addresses payout of accrued vacation and sick leave.  Griffith asks the Council to consider paying out the accrued vacation time and 45% of accrued sick leave from the Restricted Cash account, which contains funds to pay off accrued vacation, sick and termination leave.  There was discussion regarding how much this would draw down the Restricted Cash account.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to pay only the contractual amount.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Authorize hire of Larry Volk for Summer Parks & Streets - Mowing
Only one application was received for the temporary Streets & Parks Helper; that was from Larry Volk.

Motion Kester, second Devlin to approve hiring Larry Volk at $11.03 per hour for the summer parks and streets position.  Motion carried 5-0.

Approve Water Main Easement Payment
In 2014, the City had issues with water line freezing and decided to loop the water line that comes down Park and goes east on 2nd Street.  The property owners agreed to allow the water line to cross but the installation involved the removal of several large trees, which reduces the privacy of the property.  The property owners have agreed to the easement but are asking for compensation for the loss of privacy and of the trees.  There was discussion of where the funds would come from.  The owner answered questions regarding placement of the fire hydrant in regards to her property line.  

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve compensating the owners $1,700 and agree to pay all costs of recording the document.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to accept the reports of paid claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: None

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT   
There is a workshop on June 1 with the city attorney and building official.  The RFP for updating the Comprehensive Plan will be going out by the end of the week.  PaddleFest was postponed to an alternate date due to high water.  The city had put in a proposal to be the location of a business that manufactures medical gloves.  The administrator was contacted and was told that the city is still being considered.
