ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Kester, second Palmer to approve the agenda with the addition of the grant agreement under 12D New Business.  Motion carried 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Chris Henjum – Coalition of Greater MN Cities
[bookmark: _GoBack]Mr. Henjum updated the council on what has happened at the legislature during the previous session.  There was a great deal of work done throughout the state to improve funding conditions for a myriad of projects.  Unfortunately, this work did not produce passage of the bills necessary to fund the projects.
The summer conference is coming up.  Chris entertained questions from the council.

Mr. Bonander, having received a letter from the City came before the council to explain the difficulties he is experiencing in renovating the buildings he owns in the Sandstone business district. Klar’s land and the contract with Toad’s Tree & Stump Removal for two trees in the cemetery.  Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Temporary Street Closure
Chris’ Food Center will be hosting kids week for the local community and will have the Life Link helicopter landing in the afternoon for the educational benefit of the kids as well as adults.  In the past, John Mikrot has swept the street to prevent rocks and sand hitting the crowd during the landing.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve closing Ashley St for part of the day on July 11, 2016.  Motion carried 4-0.

Appoint Rush Line Corridor Task Force Member
Sandy Jacobson emailed the administrator that Leonard Bonander was a member until he retired from the Council.  The Council asked for additional information.  The administrator will get more information and report back at the next Council meeting.

Council Attendance of CGMC Summer Conference
The 2016 Coalition of Greater Minnesota Summer Conference will take place Wednesday, July 20 – Friday, July 22.  The administrator will not be able to attend and wanted to make the council aware should they wish to attend.

“Bring Your Child to Work” day
The Streets Supervisor, John Mikrot, has inquired about a “Bring your child to work” day.  He is asking permission to bring his child to work for half of the day.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve John Mikrot bringing his child to work for a half day, once per year, to be pre-approved by the City Administrator with the condition that no heavy machinery is involved.  Motion carried 4-0.

Comprehensive Plan RFP Bid
There are three bids but the low bid had some requested items missing.  The middle bid had an online community engagement portion.  The high bid included a great deal of hours in zoning.
This will be the city’s guide for the next fifteen years – to guide land use and protect the City.  There is $10,000 to pay for the plan in the budget this year, and anything above that would need to be budgeted next year.  

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept WSB’s bid for the development of a Comprehensive Land Use Plan.  Motion carried 4-0.

Administrator to Proceed With Central Minnesota Housing Partnership
The administrator has researched resources available with CMHP.  She would like to invite the landlords to learn about the Rental Rehab Program.  There is also a program for those who would like to purchase their own home.  There have been two letters sent out to landlords in the city requesting their registering their rental properties.

Motion Palmer, second Franklin to authorize Administrator Seibert to move forward with CMHP partnership to provide information to community members regarding Rental Rehab funds and the Homestretch class.  Motion carried 4-0.

Thriving Communities Grant Agreement
The Initiative Foundation has awarded the City a $10,000 Thriving Communities grant.  The funds will be used for a variety of community programs.

Motion Palmer, second Kester to approve the Initiative Foundation grant agreement.  Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS
Motion Palmer, second Kester to accept the reports of paid claims.  Motion carried 4-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: 
A letter was received from the Soil and Water Conservation District addressing wetland conservation.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT   
The administrator and Leaha Jackson attended the League of MN Cities and Alliance for Innovation Annual Conference in St. Paul on June 14-17, 2016 and wanted to express their thanks for the council’s continued support of staff development.  Administrator Seibert updated the Council on several initiatives staff is currently working on including researching the Small Cities Development Grant, researching the use of Android tablets for Council packets and planning the Lundorff Drive groundbreaking ceremony.  Administrator Seibert also updated the Council on the progress of the Lundorff Drive project.  The EDA sign will be placed soon and bi-weekly construction meetings will begin on July 13th.
