PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance.

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept the agenda with the addition of setting a special meeting under new business.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: None

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS 
A citizen reported that the basketball hoop in the park has the net missing. 
Joyce Hayes brought in a letter from the city regarding a camper being parked and used on her land.  It’s been there 3-4 weeks.  She was given until Aug 22 to have it removed. Her son has moved to the area to help her after her surgery and doesn’t have the funds to move into an RV park. Ms. Hayes is requesting an extension. A ten-day extension would give her until September 2 and she understands that the camper will be towed if it is not moved by September 5.

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to require a plan to be in place by September 2 and have the camper moved by September 5.  Motion carried 3-2.

Motion Kester, second Spartz to accept the August 5 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Franklin, second Kester to approve a special event permit for the MN Climbers Association subject to submission of the required paper work; and to grant a one-day temporary liquor license to MN Climbers Association for September 19, 2015 without a new public hearing and to approve a gaming license to the MN Climbers Association and waive the thirty-day waiting period for a raffle to be held at Robinson Park on September 19, 2015.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Waiver of certain lot split requirements – Resolution 2015-26
Now that the surveying of the parcels is complete and the buyers are identified, the City needs to approve the modified parcel divisions.  The first step is to combine the two forty acre parcels into one parcel and then divide that combined parcel.  The resolution would specify that there is no public hearing required and that City waives certain requirements.  The Planning Commission did review and state that the proposed parcel division is in compliance with the Comprehensive Plan.

Motion Franklin, second Bonander to approve Resolution 2015 - 26 combining two forty acre parcels into one parcel and then split that combined parcel into six parcels and the waiver of certain lot split requirements.  Motion carried 5-0.

Business Park land division – Resolution 2015-27
The land in the combined parcel is being divided into parcels.  One of which is the 22.86 acre parcel to be sold to NPAHD (1), a second is the 1.29 acre parcel to be sold to Essentia Health (2), the third is the 8.72 acre parcel to be sold to KC Companies (3), the fourth is the 5.13 acre parcel to be offered to KC Companies for expansion (4) and the remaining two parcels of 14.33 acres and 27.72 acres will remain in the possession of the Sandstone EDA (5, 6). In addition, there is a small parcel of 2.11 acres between the north 40 acres and the freeway which will remain with the EDA (7).

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2015 – 27 which identifies that the land division in the Business Park.  Motion carried 5-0.


NEW BUSINESS
New members to EDA
The City has expanded the membership of the EDA.  The City advertised the openings and the EDA has recommended the appointment of two new members.

Motion Steffen, second Bonander to appoint Brian Warner to a two year term and Tim Franklin to a one year term on the EDA with an effective date of January 2016.

Zoning Ordinance amendment - Ordinance 2015-04 
The Council enacted a moratorium ordinance regarding long term care.  This ordinance required the City and Planning Commission to review the land use ordinances to ensure that proper controls are in place.  In addition, the Planning Commission has reviewed uses in the property adjacent to the medical campus to make sure those uses are compatible with the campus and with the requirements of the Federal EDA grant.
The Planning Commission held a Public Hearing on August 12 to review the language changes necessary to satisfy the requirements of the moratorium ordinance.  
The Planning Commission passed a motion recommending approval of the language changes.
The Planning Commission held a second Public Hearing to review the uses in Industrial zones and to suggest changes to make uses adjacent to the medical campus compatible with that use and to see that uses are in conformance with Federal EDA guidelines.  The Planning Commission passed a motion recommending the creation of a Limited Industrial Use district adjacent to the medical campus and certain changes to uses in the two Industrial zones.
The City attorney prepared an Ordinance incorporating the recommendations of the Planning Commission.
The definition of retail services was discussed.

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to adopt Ordinance 2015 – 04 amending the Zoning Ordinance to reflect language changes regarding long term care and changes to uses in Industrial zones.  Motion carried 5-0.

Zoning Ordinance – Summary Publication - Ordinance 2015-05

Motion Kester, second Bonander to adopt Ordinance 2015 – 05 which is the summary publication of Ordinance 2015 – 04.  Motion carried 5-0.

Repeal Moratorium - Ordinance 2015-06
With the language changes regarding long term care made to the Zoning Ordinance and with a recommendation from the Planning Commission that the moratorium ordinance should now be repealed, the Council needs to determine what action to take.

Motion Franklin, second Bonander to adopt Ordinance 2015 – 06 which rescinds the moratorium ordinance.  Motion carried 5-0.

Amend Zoning Map - Medical Services
There is an 8.4-ac parcel that is being sold to KC Companies for the building of a long-term care facility.  The Planning Commission has reviewed and recommends that that the Zoning Map be amended to zone that parcel Medical Business (B-4).

Motion Bonander, second Kester to amend the zoning map to rezone the KC parcel to Medical Business.  Motion carried 5-0.

Amend Zoning Map - Limited Industrial district
The property around the medical campus is recommended by the Planning Commission to be rezoned Limited Industrial (I-2) to reflect the need to have compatible uses adjacent to the medical campus.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to amend the zoning map to rezone the parcel adjacent to the medical campus as Limited Industrial district (I-2).  Motion carried 5-0.

Award construction contract – Old Military & Airport Road Project - Resolution 2015-28
The Council authorized getting bids for the upgrade Old Military Road and Airport Road into a construction access.  Two bids were received and SEH recommends that MPJ Enterprises be awarded the contract.  Estimated completion of 90% is by end of September.

Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve Resolution 2015 – 28 which awards the OMR/Airport Road contract to MPJ Enterprises.  Motion carried 5-0. 

Plans & Specs for Business Park infrastructure - Resolution 2015-29
The Council authorized the preparation of plans and specifications for the public infrastructure to open the Sandstone Business and Medical Park.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The engineer has prepared plans and staff is requesting approval and authorization to go to bid as soon as final approvals are received from funders. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2015 – 29 which approves the plans & specs for the Business Park infrastructure and authorizes getting bids.  Motion carried 5-0.

Smithsonian Water Exhibit
There will be a Smithsonian traveling exhibit on water at the Audubon Center of the North Woods in 2016. There is a written request to help defray 2015 planning costs with $1,000 and to budget for $3,000 towards exhibit costs in 2016.
  
Motion Franklin, second Bonander to table the discussion until next meeting pending information on actual costs for the exhibit.  Motion carried 5-0.

Special Meeting
Staff requests the Council set a special meeting to consider approval of the NPAHD agreements after NPAHD approval the evening before.   

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to set a special meeting for Wednesday August 26, at 8 a.m. at City Hall.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Bonander, second Franklin to accept the reports of paid claims and investments.  Motion carried 5-0.
