ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve the agenda with the addition of approving the Archery Hunt.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Sherriff’s Report
Deputy Anderson reported on the calls this past month – arrests, traffic stops, paper services, disturbances, and evictions. 

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS:  Devlin received a complaint from a resident regarding a tractor tire in their yard being used as a planter.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Franklin to accept the August 17, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Archery Hunt
This is the standard archery hunt.  Letters went out to property owners who have hunted before.  There is some difference in the map this year due to work being done near the old airport.  Jessica received a call regarding hunting being done on state land.  The hunter would need to cross city land to get to the hunting area.  There was no public in attendance for the hearing.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to open public hearing at 7:13pm.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to close the public hearing 7:25.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve the archery hunt as amended.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the special event permit for the MN Climbers Association for September 23 through September 25, 2016, payment to Michael Shoenmann for the roof damage to his home in the amount of $327.36 and payment from Thriving Communities to East Central School in the amount of $500.00.   Motion carried 5-0.



FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims.
Motion Kester, second Franklin to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Security Cameras
People’s Security Company submitted another proposal adding two more cameras to provide a view of the “courtyard” near the back door and ADT submitted one with additional equipment as well but cannot have cameras out at the shop.  The financial and equipment differences were discussed by the council.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to table the discussion until after the budget meeting.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
Lundorff Drive Pay Request #1
SEH submitted an invoice in the amount of $568,000.34 which represents 16% of the work completed and material on hand.  Greg Anderson was at the meeting to update and answer any questions.  The next completion date will be November 4, 2016.  The council asked questions regarding seeing the progress and was directed to the City webpage for pictures and updates.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to accept and pay the invoice.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council member tablet purchase
Leaha has put together a list of tablets that would work for the Council Packets.  There were questions regarding the amount of copies that are generated for the meetings.  The council discussed which tablet might be easier to use and most cost effective.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the purchase of the Galaxy Tab A.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution #2016-33 – Approve submission of DNR Parks & Trails Legacy Grant
The city has applied for a grant funding request associated with Robinson Park.  The administrator has been working with Candace of WSB.

Motion Franklin, second Palmer to approve application for grant funding regarding the Robinson Park.  Motion carried 5-0.

Voluntary Assessment to CGMC
The 2017 CGMC dues invoice in the amount of $4,182 was received and is payable by February 1, 2017.  The CGMC is asking for an addition payment of $953.00 to help with legal fees.  There were questions regarding the work that CGMC does for the city.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to deny paying the voluntary assessment.  Motion carried 5-0.

Council salary Review
As part of the budget review process, the Council is asked to review current salary levels for the Mayor and City Councilmembers which were updated last in 1998.  A comparison of salaries was provided that included Aitkin, Pine City and Braham.  The mayor had also done a survey while attending a city leaders gathering.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to raise the salaries to $1,500 for the council and $2,000 for the mayor.  Motion carried 5-0.

Schedule Special Meeting – September 14, 2016
Motion Palmer, second Franklin to set a special meeting for September 14, 2016 directly following the EDA meeting to discuss the 2017 budget.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to accept the report of paid claims.  Motion carried 5-0.
