Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept the agenda with addition of 9C and 11A and 11B. Motion carried 4-0. 

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: none

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Tim Franklin noted that the lights on Main Street have been out for a few days.

Stadin inquired about illegal handicap parking enforcement in town. He has noticed several vehicles parked in handicap spots without tags or plates around town and especially at Chris’.  

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve minutes from September 3, 2014.  Motion carried 4-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
None

CONSENT AGENDA:
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve the consent agenda: set Truth in Taxation Public Meeting date for December 3, 2014 at 6:30pm; authorize establishing Fund 821 – Fire Escrow Fund; and approve Youth Deer Hunt permit for Banning State Park. Motion carried 4-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Hospital Campus Project 
The City when issuing 429 Improvement Bonds has always added 1.5% to 2% to the interest rate to cover the risk of non-payment of the assessment. The Pre Development Agreement with the NPAHD has language that the City will be adding 1.5% to the interest rate over the rate the City with pay. The NPAHD is requesting that an exception be made and waive the increase as they are a government entity. Historically, the City has always followed the policy for every assessment – non-profits, churches, DOT, etc.

[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion Bonander, second Atterbury to add 1.5% to the interest rate assessment for the Pre Development Agreement with the NPAHD with an exception for that portion paid by Essentia and NPAHD. Motion carried 4-0. 

Pre-Development Agreement
The City and EDA has prepared and submitted a Preliminary Development Agreement to the NPAHD. These documents are mostly negotiated and will go to the NPAHD Board meeting on September 23 for approval. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve the Preliminary Development Agreement including the 1.5% interest rate increase over the assessment rate. Motion carried 4-0.

NEW BUSINESS:
Winter Snow Removal 
The Council authorized receiving quotes for winter snow removal for the next three year time period. The City received one proposal from MPJ Enterprises. 

Motion Kester, second Stadin to approve a contract for snow removal with MPJ Enterprises at the hourly rates stated in the proposal. Motion carried 4-0.

Snow Plowing – Temp Position
The City authorized advertising for an on call person to assist with snow plowing. The City received three applications. The Personnel Committee reviewed the applications and recommend Brad Yaste for the position at $10.50 hourly.

Motion Stadin, second Kester to approve the hiring of Brad Yaste for the on call snow plowing position. Motion carried 4-0.
   
Insurance Agent 
The Council authorized a Request for Proposal for insurance agent services. The City received one response from Nancy Pogatchnik with Town & Country. One proposal was received a day after the due date and was not opened. 

Motion Stadin, second Atterbury to appoint Nancy Pogatchnik of Town & Country Insurance as the City’s insurance agent for the fee stated in the proposal. 

Council opened for discussion. Carl Steffen and Jeff King (North Pine Insurance) were present to express their disappointment in the City’s actions regarding the request for a new insurance agent after Jill Warner had sold North Pine. The current contract that was made with Jill and then passed to Jeff King is not up for renewal until June 1, 2015. Jeff asked for time to complete the contract and then provide a new proposal in the spring. 

Mayor Atterbury called the question on the motion to appoint Town & Country.  Motion defeated 0-4.

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to authorize an RFP to be issued in middle February 2015 for an insurance agent for a 2 year contract with the option to renew a 3rd year. Motion carried 4-0.

REPORTS
Motion Bonander, second Kester to accept Paid Claims, Cash Balances Report and PeopleService operations report. Motion carried 4-0.

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
The City Council is accepting applications for a temporary replacement City Council member. There has been discussion with the County regarding a multi-city housing rehabilitation grant.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to adjourn meeting at 7:54 p.m. Motion approved 4-0.
