ADDITIONS OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA
Motion Palmer, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the corrections of the Resolution numbers in the Canvassing Board certification to 2016-42 and the Tree Ordinance in New Business to 2016-43.  Motion carried 5-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS: 
Canvassing Board – Resolution 2016-42
The general and special elections were held November 8, 2016.  The resolution certifies the results of the voting.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve Resolution 2016-42 certifying the voting tallies of November 8, 2016.  Motion carried 5-0.

PETITIONS OR COMPLAINTS BY RESIDENTS AND/OR COUNCIL MEMBERS: 
Tesla thanked the board for the opportunity to serve as the assistant animal control officer and informed the board as to training available to help her fulfill the job requirements.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the November 2, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: 
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to open a public hearing at 7:05 in regard to unpaid municipal assessments.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to open a public hearing at 7:06 in regard to unpaid utilities.  Motion carried 5-0.

Mr. Bonander inquired about utility bills in regard to a building that his father owns.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to close both public hearings at 7:21.  Motion carried 5-0.

CONSENT AGENDA: none

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
A/P Clerk – Claims
Motion Palmer, second Franklin to accept and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.



OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
PID #R45.5316.000
The property located at 222 Main is currently in violation of Sandstone property maintenance codes and has received proper notice and three extensions.  The current extended deadline was November16, 2016 and now a decision must be made as how to proceed with enforcement.  Mr. Bonander spoke to the council members regarding the contractor doing the work and his schedule. The installation of siding and window trim will begin tomorrow.  He expects the work to be completed in a few days.  Mr. Bonander asked for another extension until the next council meeting.  

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to proceed with criminal charges with the condition that they be dropped if the work is completed and passes inspection before the judgement is passed.  Motion carried 5-0.

Contract Change Order with ADT
When ADT came out to install the wiring, they found out that the structure of the building prohibits running the wiring inside and will need to install conduit outside.  There will be additional costs associated with this work.  The new total for installation is $2,406.75.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve the change order.  Motion carried 5-0.

Lundorff Drive Update
Greg Anderson gave an update.  Part of Lundorff Drive has been paved.  The rest of the pavement will be applied in the spring.  The bridge is complete.  The road is closed but the hospital will ask to use it for some specific deliveries over the winter.  The gas lines are being installed and should be finished in the next couple of weeks.  The council members asked for a document indicating what weight the partially completed road can withstand without damage.  

NEW BUSINESS
Newly Elected Officials Conference
The League of Minnesota Cities will be holding a “Newly Elected Officials Conference” in three locations in January and February.  Councilmember Palmer will be attending.

Pay Request #3 – Lundorff Drive
Greg Anderson, Project Manager, has forwarded an application for payment no. 3 in the amount of $448,935.99 representing 72% of the work completed.  As usual, 5% has been held back for retainage.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to approve and pay the application for payment from R.L. Larson Excavating, Inc. in the amount of $448,935.99.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016-40 Certification of Unpaid Municipal Assessments
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve Resolution 2016-40 certifying the unpaid municipal assessments.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016-41 Certification of Unpaid Charges
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to accept Resolution 2016-41 certifying the unpaid charges.  Motion carried 5-0.

Resolution 2016-43 Tree Ordinance Special Case - MCCU
The Tree Board met before this meeting and suggested some changes that they would like to make to the current wording of Resolution 2016-43.  The council members discussed the current ordinance and the condition of the trees that are being removed.

Motion Devlin, second Steffen to accept Resolution 2016-43 as written granting a variance to Members Cooperative Credit Union and ask for a donation to the Tree Board.  Motion carried 5-0.

REPORTS: 
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to accept the reports of paid claims and investment.  Motion carried 5-0.

WRITTEN NOTICES AND COMMUNICATIONS: A letter was received from the East Central Regional Library requesting security cameras in the Sandstone library.  

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT: 
Monday, Jessica attended the Governor’s Task Force on Freight Rail which included representatives from all of the major railways and met with the representative from BNSF Railroad.  The rail line goes through the back two lots of the business park. BNSF is willing to do a free drawing of what it would look like to have a siding installed in the business park.  The administrator also asked about renegotiating the lease on Angle Park to reduce the current lease amount.
