ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTIONS TO THE AGENDA: 
Motion Palmer, second Devlin to approve the agenda with the deletion of agenda item #5 and add application for exemption from The Old School Art regarding a raffle into the consent agenda.   Motion carried 5-0.

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Franklin, second Palmer to accept the July 6, 2016 meeting minutes.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARING: none

CONSENT AGENDA: 
Motion Devlin, second Franklin to approve the cemetery plot and perpetual care payment to James and Lois Felger, a temporary on-sale liquor license for the Sandstone Lions Club, the Comprehensive Plan contract with WSB and The Old School Art raffle exemption application.  Motion carried 5-0.

FINANCIAL REPORTS
A/P Clerk – Claims.
Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve and pay claims.  Motion carried 5-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: 
Discussion of Bonander request
The Administrator gave out a report by the building official and explained Mr. Bonander’s request for an extension on acquiring a building permit.  A note from Mr. Bonander went into detail on the time constraints and his proposed schedule of having a contractor.  There was discussion regarding work that has been done on the building and the inspection report.

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to put this discussion on hold until after Deputy Anderson is finished with his report.  Motion carried 5-0.

Deputy Anderson reported on the difficulties with repeat calls, an assault and inquired regarding an ordinance for trespassing in Robinson Park.


Motion Palmer, second Devlin to reopen discussion.  Motion carried 5-0.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to extend Mr. Bonander’s deadlines by 30 days.  Motion carried 3-2 with Franklin and Steffen dissenting.

Rush Line Corridor Task Force
Sandy Jacobson emailed the administrator that Leonard Bonander was a member until he retired from the council.  The Administrator went over the purpose of the task force and it’s meeting schedule.  The extent of the project reaches as far north as Hinckley.

Motion Franklin, second Devlin to not appoint a representative.  Motion carried 5-0.

NEW BUSINESS
City of Sandstone Social Media Policy
It is the opinion of the staff that the City would benefit from developing a presence on social media.  Sites like Facebook are widely used by all types of people and would give the City convenient and quick access to spread information.  Creating this network of communication can help create greater transparency to the public.  Tesla explained the importance and usefulness of a city Facebook page including animal control and city wide utility difficulties.  She also went into the restrictions that can be placed on posts to keep the page family friendly.  Community comments were made regarding the review period.

Motion Devlin, second Palmer to approve the City of Sandstone Social media policy and allow the staff to move forward in developing the city’s page with the addition of a policy against supportive or derogative comments regarding politics with a review at 6 months.  Motion carried 5-0.

2016 Pavement Improvement Bids for 5th Street
On Wednesday, July 13, 2016 at 2:00 p.m., three bids were received for the 2016 Pavement Improvements – SHE No. SANST9404.00.  The low bid is significantly higher than the engineer’s estimate.  The council is not obligated to award this project.  Greg Anderson explained the options the city had regarding the project.  The Administrator spoke on the availability of funds in the budget.

Motion Devlin, second Kester to reject the bids.  Motion carried 5-0.

ADT Security Contract
The city received a quote from ADT on July 6, 2016 for installation and monitoring of a security system for the building.  The administrator and Leaha talked about where the sensors would be placed and the difficulty that would occur with the other groups using the building in the evenings.

Together and Home at Last, Inc
A request was received from Jeffery Blanks, chairman of Together and Home at Last, Inc. for use of the land next to the Firehouse from July 25 through July 29, 2016 to take donations for flood victims in Central Minnesota.  Mr. Blanks requested guidance from the council as to when it would be best to have the container monitored and what areas could be used without hindering the fire department.  

Motion Devlin, second Franklin to give the administrator the discretion of approving non-profits’ use of the land next to the firehouse.  Motion carried 4-0 with Franklin abstaining.
