2015 Deer Control program

Motion Bonander, second Spartz to open public hearing at 7:15.  Motion carried 4-0.

Old & Continuing Business: 
Applications for EDA membership  

City Administrator explained that only one application was received.   The Council needs to determine if it wishes to continue to advertise for the openings and if so, there needs to be motion to advertise again.  
Motion Bonander, second Franklin to advertise the EDA openings an additional two weeks.  Motion carried 4-0.

New Business

Approve revised Computer Use Policy   
The last policy was written in 2003 and updated in 2007. Technology has obviously evolved and changed and the policy needs to do the same. This update has been reviewed by the staff and is pretty much common sense. 
Motion Bonander, second by Franklin to approved the revised Computer Use Policy.  Motion carried 4-0.

Contract with Hydro-Clean 
The City has worked for some time to improve its I & I and has done so by upgrade the manholes and has $15,000 budgeted for this year. It’s to the city’s financial advantage to limit the amount of clean water that goes into the sewer system.  The City advertised and only one quote was received.  
Staff recommends Council review and authorize a contract with Hydro-Clean to complete the first seven items on the quote which total $14,650.
Motion Bonander, second Spartz to approve manhole work up to the city’s budgeted amount.  Motion carried 4-0.

There will be a meeting either the 27th or 30th of July at 6 pm at the Senior Center to explore the UofM Extension project entitled “Pathway to the Future” to look at Sandstone’s future.  The concentration may be on the commercial buildings in town and have a designer who can address that.  If there are programs out there that have money, they can help the city find them.
