CONTINUING BUSINESS:
Medical campus site – Petition and Waiver
The EDA owns land that it wishes the City to have certain public improvements constructed on the service development. The EDA is proposing to present a Petition and Waiver petition to the City to construct the improvements, and the EDA as the sole owner has the power to encumber the property and requests that the property be assessed $45, 000 and the EDA also waives the notice and hearing on the assessments. The City will be using Special Assessment bonds to pay for a portion of the costs.

Motion Kester, second Spartz to approve the Petition and Waiver agreement- Medical Campus and authorize the Chair and the Executive Director to sign the Agreement and to present the petition to the City. Motion carried 5-0.

Approve sale of Campus site, EDA Development Agreement
The EDA and NPAHD have a Purchase Agreement and Development Agreement for the 40 acre Medical Campus site. The Purchase Agreement outlines the conditions of the sale and the Development Agreement outlines the condition for the development on the site. 

Motion Kester, second Franklin to adopt Resolution 2015-EDA-04 which authorizes the conveyance of the property and approves the Development Agreement with the City and with NPAHD and other related documents. Motion carried 5-0. 

Business Park site- Petition and Waiver - The EDA owns land that it wishes the City to have certain public improvements constructed on the service development. The Petition and Waiver petition to the City to construct the improvements, and the EDA as the sole owner has the power to encumber the property and requests that the property be assessed $1,370,000 and the EDA also waives the notice and hearing on the assessments. The City will be using Special Assessment bonds to pay for a portion of the costs.
