The EDA has prepared a new development agreement to which AYM and staff have agreed to in principle, subject to legal review.  The agreement calls for the EDA and AYM to jointly pay for the remainder of the environmental analysis to be done.  The EDA has insurance proceeds which it can collect when it either determines to sell or demolish the building in the amount of $124,400.  The agreement says that if AYM closes on the property after review of the environmental studies that the EDA will pay for its portion of the environmental studies and its legal costs from the insurance proceeds, and the remainder will go to AYM upon satisfactory completion of the remediation work.   There was a meeting last Thursday between Jack Allen of AYM and the Mayor and Sam Griffith.  There was a handshake agreement made between them for AYM to acquire the Old School from the EDA.

Devlin recused himself.

This resolution would bring the EDA into conformity with the Conflict of Interest statutes and formalize a rent reduction for a three bedroom unit.
