APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES:

Motion Atterbury, second Kester to approve the minutes for May 1, 2013.  Motion carried 5-0.

PUBLIC HEARINGS:

There were none.

CONTINUING BUSINESS:

Old School - Environmental update

There are no major issues with the Phase One and we are waiting for the final report.  

The revised purchase and redevelopment agreement calls for AYM to pay for the remainder of the environmental analysis to be done and for all environmental remediation costs.  The agreement states that the EDA will reimburse itself the costs of the Phase 1 and the Asbestos Analysis and its related legal costs from the available insurance proceeds and the remainder of the proceeds will go to AYM upon satisfactory completion of the remediation work.  

Motion Kester, second Devlin to agree and authorize EDA signatures if AYM agrees to this wording.  Motion carried 3-2.

Hospital-Site selection status - Next steps

The site selection group started out with four sites.  The EDA provided the architects with information about each site including survey, aerials, topographical maps, storm water planning, utility maps, engineering plans, engineering costs, etc.

Staff mailed out the results of the second meeting which reduced the number of sites to two.  The group is meeting on June 4 to likely recommend one site as the preferred site.  

The project was not included in the bonding bill.  Representative Tim Faust wrote a letter committing the House Bonding Committee to tour the site this summer.

NEW BUSINESS:

Wild River - approve management contract with Great Lakes Management

Great Lakes Management has been the manager of the Wild River Apartments since the beginning.  The LMCIT reviewed the contract and has made recommendations for some changes in the insurance requirements relating to liability.  The new contract makes only those insurance changes and no other changes.

Devlin recused himself from discussion and vote.

Motion Kester, second Stadin to authorize the signature of the revised Management Contract for Wild River Apartments with Great Lakes Management.  Motion carried 4-0.

OTHER:

Wild River - accept April variance report

Motion Devlin, second Kester to approve variance report for Wild River.  Motion carried 5-0.
