A.  We met with the Sandstone City Building Inspector, Richard Drotning in order to get some clarifications on the ordinances and how violations are handled.  Mr. Drotning shared the following points of interest:
1.  Pine City has a rental ordinance.  All rental property has to be registered every year and the fee is $20.00 per year per property.  Each property has a fire safety inspection every two years.  It took about 1 year to get it up and running.
2. The Sandstone City Council approved having the Sandstone City Attorney draft a new rental housing registration and licensing ordinance for consideration by the Sandstone City Council.
3. Violations are complaint driven and given to the Building Inspector to be inspected.  He is in Sandstone four hours a week and his primary work for the city is to work with the building permits and codes.
4. Mr. Drotning suggested that the ordinances primary concern should be Health Safety and Fire Safety.
5. He informed us of the number of rental properties in Sandstone.
B.  It was suggested that a mailing could be sent to property owners stating what the ordinance expectations are for the town of Sandstone.  This should be done in a simple, creative, and positive manner.
C. City Wide Clean Up Day-We are considering having a Clean Up Day in the spring.
1.  It would include a curbside cleanup for compost items.
2. A newsletter filled with clean up ideas would be mailed to Sandstone residents.
a. Irene will talk to Sam Griffith about the possibility of a cleanup day.
b. Diane will contact Phase to get a list of what items could be recycled at Phase.
c. Matt will get the hours and days of operation of the Landfill south of Hinckley and the compost area in Sandstone.
d. Karen will contact the county and find out about paint recycling.
Our next meeting will be at Jan and Gary’s Restaurant on Tuesday, April 2, 2013 at 6:30 p.m. and Karen will contact them about us meeting there.  We will discuss the cleanup day and continue our conversation about the ordinances.
