CALL TO ORDER: 7:01 p.m.

PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:
Members and staff recited the Pledge of Allegiance

ADDITIONS AND/OR CORRECTION TO THE AGENDA:
Motion Stadin, second Kester to approve the agenda with addition of 9G – approve termination of fire fighters and 9H – Set Board of Review meeting for April 17, 2014 at 6pm.  Motion approved 4-0.

SPECIAL ITEMS OF BUSINESS:
Greg Anderson with SEH presented the Feasibility Study for the Alley Improvement project. Study included specifics to proposed improvements, estimated costs, financing and assessment options and projected schedule.  The estimated cost is $255,100 with $115,000 as street improvement and $140,100 for sanitary sewer improvements.  The City plans to assess a portion of the projects costs back to the benefiting parcels. Council members discussed a 20% or 30% assessment with the possibility of funding part of the project from the Sewer Capital Outlay Account Fund.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve Resolution 2014-04 accepting the feasibility study. Resolution approved 4-0

APPROVAL OF MEETING MINUTES: 
Motion Kester, second Bonander to approve minutes from January 15, 2014. Motion carried 4-0

PUBLIC HEARING: none

CONSENT AGENDA:
Devlin requested item 9G, the termination of fire fighters, be considered separately.

Motion Devlin, second Bonander to approve the consent agenda: approve Special Events permit for Vietnam Moving Wall Event, approve Administrator attendance at LMC Legislative Day, approve Administrator attendance at GMNP Legislative Day, approve reimbursement to Bobbi Harding for sewer back-up, appoint Allison Beauregard as Recording Secretary, appoint Matthew Haugen as a probationary fire fighter, and approve setting Board of Review date for April 17, 2014 at 6pm. Motion carried 4-0.

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve termination of the employment of Carrie Peterson, Dean Peterson, and KC Greenly from the Sandstone Fire and Rescue. Motion approved 3-0. Devlin recused himself from the vote.  

FINANCIAL REPORTS: 
Motion Bonander, second Devlin to approve and pay claims. Motions carried 4-0.

OLD & CONTINUING BUSINESS: none

NEW BUSINESS:
City Liquor Ordinances
Chapter 12 relating to the City liquor code has not been updated in many years and should be brought into conformance with State law. The City Attorney provided notes identifying needed or possible changes. Council will review notes and discuss at the February 19 meeting.  No action taken

Special Events Ordinance
This ordinance would amend Section 960 regarding the definition of a “special event” and would also repeal three other ordinances – licensing of amusements, licensing of service stations, and licensing of dry cleaners. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to adopt Ordinance 2014-01 and authorize its publication. Motion carried 4-0.

GIS Upgrade
The City has a GIS system that is used to search property information, and print maps showing parcels, utility lines, wetlands, etc. The current system is outdated and costly to maintain. The new system offers many advantages and will allow public access without staff assistance.  The completed upgrade costs are a not-to-exceed $4,500 with estimated yearly costs of $2,200. 

Motion Bonander, second Kester to approve GIS upgrade. Motion approved 3-1.

Payment to Greater MN Parks & Trails
The City is a member of the Greater MN Regional Parks & Trails Coalition which advises the State Committee as to the expenditure of Legacy funds. The City believes Robinson Park should be listed as a Regional Park of Significance. 
In order to protect Legacy funding, the Coalition is asking for an additional funds to pay for a lobbyist. The City has budgeted for memberships and related activities such as this. 

Motion Bonander, second Stadin to approve $350 for Greater MN Regional Parks & Trails to be used for governmental relations. Motion approved 4-0.

Council members discussed whether to increase the pay for non-contract employees as recommended. 

Motion Bonander to approve pay increases. No second received. Motion died for lack of a second. 

Motion Devlin, second Stadin to postpone consideration of any pay increases until the Union contract is finalized with the consideration for making any pay increase retroactive.  Motion approved 4-0.

Motion Devlin, second Bonander to accept Paid Claims and PeopleService operation reports. Motion carried 4-0

ADMINISTRATOR’S REPORT
Staff reminded the Council of the Fire Formula meeting on February 6, 2014 – 6pm at City Hall. Discussed needed volunteers for Robinson Park Winter visitor counts.
