Discussion on feral cats

There are neighborhood areas that are occasionally plagued by feral cats.  The City has sometimes referred people to Lee Greenly to trap the feral cats. Sometimes people are asked to pay for part of the cost and other times people have refused to participate saying it is a City responsibility.  If it becomes a big problem in the future the City will re-visit the policy.  

Currently, it will be the City’s responsibility to pay for the removal of feral cats.
